The Epiphany of the Lord

January 2° (is 60:1-6; Ephe 3:2-3a,5-6;Mt 2:1-12)

Tre Greek word Epiphany (empaveia),
means appearance or manifestation. First, the angels
revealed Jesus to the shepherds. In the Western
Church, the Feast of the Epiphany celebrates Jesus’
first manifestation to the Gentiles, represented by the
Magi, while in the Eastern Church, the Feast
commemorates the baptism of Christ, at which the
Father and the Holy Spirit gave combined testimony
to Jesus’ identity as Son of God. Later, in the
synagogue at Nazareth, Jesus revealed Himself in
words as the promised Messiah, and at Cana Jesus
revealed His Divinity by transforming water into
wine. These multiple revelations are all suggested by
the Feast of the Epiphany.

Today’s Gospel teaches us how Christ enriches
those who bring Him their hearts and offer their lives
to Him. The adoration of the Magi fulfills the oracle of
Isaiah (first reading), prophesying that the nations of
the world would travel to the Holy City following a
brilliant light, bringing gold and incense to contribute
to the worship of God. Today’s Responsorial Psalm
(Ps 72) verses 10-11 picture kings from foreign lands
bringing gifts to pay homage to a just king in Israel.
Paul’s letter to the Church of Ephesus (today’s second

reading), expresses God’s secret plan in clear
terms: “the Gentiles are...co-heirs ... co-partners in
the promise, in Christ Jesus through the

Gospel.” Today’s Gospel reminds us that if God
brought the Magi — foreigners and pagans — to

e recognize and give Jesus proper respect as the King of

Jews, we should know that there is nothing in our
sinful lives that would keep God from bringing us to
Jesus. There were three groups of people who reacted
to the Epiphany of Christ’s birth. The first group,
headed by King Herod, tried to eliminate Jesus, the
second group, priests and scribes, ignored Jesus, and
the third group, represented by the shepherds and the
Magi, came to adore Jesus.

Life Messages: (1) Let us make sure that we
belong to the third group: a) by actively worshiping
Jesus at Mass with the gold of our love, the myrrh of
our humility and the frankincense of our adoration; b)
by giving a new direction to our lives. Just as the Magi
chose another route to return to their homes, let us
choose a better way of life, abstaining from proud,
unjust and impure thoughts, words, and actions, evil
habits, and selfish behavior; ¢) by becoming stars
leading others to Jesus, as the star led the Magi to
Jesus. Let us remove the darkness of the evil around
us by radiating the light of Jesus’ love through selfless
service, unconditional forgiveness and compassionate
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care. (2) Like the Magi, let us offer Jesus our gifts on
this feast of Epiphany and every day: (a) the Gift of
our life by offering it on the altar during the Holy Mass
and every morning as soon as we get up, asking for the
strengthening anointing of the Holy Spirit to do good
and avoid evil during the course of the day. b) the Gift
of responsive relationship with God by talking to Him
in personal and family prayers and listening to Him
through reading the Holy Bible every day. c) the Gift
of friendship with God by recognizing Jesus’ presence
in, and offering loving, humble service to, everyone we
encounter, and by getting reconciled to God every
night asking His pardon and forgiveness for our sins
and failures during the day.

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

| confess it drives me a little bonkers on our evening dog
walks. | tend to want to keep moving; between him and our
dog (who seems to want to sniff every mailbox), it’s the pe-
destrian equivalent of stop-and-go traffic. Hearing about the
journey of the Magi, however, reminds me to pause and look,
too. Just as they saw the star rising and followed it to Jesus,
we, too, can seek God in our surroundings, our relationships,
and the beauty of creation - the next step is to follow where
God leads us. As Pope Benedict XVI wrote, the Magi repre-
sent “the journeying of humanity toward Christ.” (Jesus of Naza-
reth: The Infancy Narratives) We may falter from the path from time
to time, but Isaiah’s prophesy reminds us of our destination:
“You shall be radiant at what you see, your heart shall throb
and overflow.”

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

The Epiphany is early this year, falling right on the heels of
New Year’s Day. If we haven’t made our New Year’s resolu-
tions yet, now is a good time to do so. In addition to typical
resolutions such as reducing clutter or getting fit, we can set
some spiritual goals as well. The definition of epiphany (lower
case) is “a moment in which you suddenly see or under-
stand something in a new or very clear way.” As we reflect
on today’s readings, let us ask the Holy Spirit to provide us
an epiphany - into how we can grow closer to Jesus during
this year ahead. Just as their encounter with the infant Jesus
caused the Magi to be transformed from outsiders to faithful
believers, and to take a different route home, our encounter
with Jesus in the Eucharist is meant to transform all of us,
and set us on a new path to light and life.

RESOLVE ' New Year’s resolutions are great! Why not add

a couple of spiritual resolutions to the list - perhaps to pray
the rosary more often, spend time in eucharistic adoration, or
go on that retreat you have been meaning to attend. Ask the
Holy Spirit for inspiration and see where it leads.

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La Epifania del Senior

2° de Enero (s 60:1-6; Ephe 3:2-3a,5-6;Mt 2:1-12)

La palabra griega Epifania (emodvewn), significa
apariencia o manifestacion. Primero, los &angeles
revelaron a Jesis a los pastores. En la Iglesia
Occidental, la Fiesta de la Epifania celebra la primera
manifestacion de Jesus a los gentiles, representada por
los Magos, mientras que en la Iglesia Oriental, la Fiesta
conmemora el bautismo de Cristo, en el que el Padre y
el Espiritu Santo dieron testimonio combinado de La
identidad de Jestis como Hijo de Dios. Mas tarde, en la
sinagoga de Nazaret, Jesus se revelod en palabras como
el Mesias prometido, y en Canad Jesus reveld Su
Divinidad al transformar el agua en vino. Todas estas
revelaciones multiples son sugeridas por la Fiesta de la
Epifania.

El evangelio de hoy nos ensefia cémo Cristo
enriquece a quienes le llevan el corazén y le ofrecen la
vida. La adoracion de los Magos cumple el oraculo de
Isaias (primera lectura), profetizando que las naciones
del mundo viajarian a la Ciudad Santa siguiendo una
luz brillante, trayendo oro e incienso para contribuir al
culto de Dios. El Salmo Responsorial de hoy (Sal 72),
versiculos 10-11, describe a reyes de tierras extranjeras
trayendo regalos para rendir homenaje a un rey justo en
Israel. La carta de Pablo a la Iglesia de Efeso (segunda
lectura de hoy) expresa el plan secreto de Dios en
términos claros: "los gentiles son ... coherederos ...
coparticipes en la promesa, en Cristo Jesus a través del
Evangelio". El evangelio de hoy nos recuerda que si
Dios trajo a los magos, extranjeros y paganos, a
reconocer y respetar a Jesus como el Rey de los judios,
deberiamos saber que no hay nada en nuestras vidas
pecaminosas que impida que Dios nos lleve a JesUs.
Hubo tres grupos de personas que reaccionaron a la
Epifania del nacimiento de Cristo. El primer grupo,
encabezado por el rey Herodes, tratd de eliminar a
Jesus, el segundo grupo, sacerdotes y escribas, ignoro a
Jesus, y el tercer grupo, representado por los pastores y
los magos, llegd a adorar a Jesus.

Mensajes de vida: (1) Asegurémonos de pertenecer al
tercer grupo: a) adorando activamente a Jesus en la
Misa con el oro de nuestro amor, la mirra de nuestra
humildad y el incienso de nuestra adoracion; b) dando
un nuevo rumbo a nuestra vida. Asi como los magos
eligieron otro camino para regresar a sus hogares,
escojamos una mejor forma de vida, absteniéndonos de
pensamientos, palabras y acciones orgullosos, injustos
e impuros, malos hébitos y comportamientos egoistas;
c) convirtiéndose en estrellas que llevan a otros a Jests,
como la estrella llevo a los Magos a Jests. Eliminemos
la oscuridad del mal que nos rodea irradiando la luz del
amor de Jesus a través del servicio desinteresado, el
perdon incondicional y el cuidado compasivo. (2)

Como los Magos, ofrezcamos a Jesus nuestros dones
en esta fiesta de la Epifania y todos los dias: (a) el Don
de nuestra vida ofreciéndolo en el altar durante la Santa
Misa y cada mafana tan pronto como nos levantemos,
pidiendo la uncién fortalecedora del Espiritu Santo
para hacer el bien y evitar el mal durante el transcurso
del dia. b) el Don de una relacion receptiva con Dios
hablando con El en oraciones personales y familiares y
escuchandolo a través de la lectura de la Santa Biblia
todos los dias. ¢) el don de la amistad con Dios
reconociendo la presencia de Jests y ofreciendo un
servicio amoroso y humilde a todos los que nos
encontramos, y reconcilidandonos con Dios todas las
noches pidiéndole perdon y perdon por nuestros
pecados y fracasos durante el dia.
