The Baptism of the Lord

January 9° (is40:1-5,9-11; Tito 2:11-14,4-7; Lk 3:15-16, 21-22)

The Baptism of the Lord is the great event
celebrated by the Eastern churches on the feast of
Epiphany because it is the occasion of the first public
revelation of all the Three Persons in the Holy
Trinity, and the official revelation of Jesus as the
Son of God to the world by God the Father. Hence, it
is described by all four Gospels. It marks the
beginning of Jesus’ public ministry.

Jesus baptism by John was a very important event
in the Messianic mission. First it was a moment of
identification with us sinners. Sinless, Jesus received
the baptism of repentance to identify Himself with His
people who realized for the first time that they were
sinners. (As given in the anecdotes, St. Damien,
Blessed Mother Teresa, Gandhi, and Mandela
identified with the people whom they served). Second,
it was a moment of conviction about Jesus’ identity
and mission: that He is the Son of God and His
mission was to preach the Good News of God’s love
and salvation and to atone for our sins by becoming
the “suffering servant.” God the Father’s words, “This
is My beloved Son,” (Psalm 2:17), confirmed Jesus’
identity as Incarnate Son of God, and the words “with
Whom I am well pleased,” (Isaiah 42:1), referring to
the “suffering servant ), pointed to Jesus’ mission of
atoning for the sins of the world by suffering and
dying on the cross. Third, it was a moment of
equipment. The Holy Spirit, descending and
resting upon Jesus in the form of a dove, bestowed on
Jesus the power to preach and heal. Fourth, receiving
the approval of God, His Heavenly Father, as His
Beloved Son presented Jesus with a moment of
decision to begin public ministry at the most
opportune time.

Life messages: (1) The baptism of Jesus
reminds us of our identity. It reminds us of who we
are and Whose we are. By Baptism we become sons
and daughters of God, brothers and sisters of Jesus,
members of his Church, heirs of Heaven, and temples
of the Holy Spirit.

(2) Jesus’ baptism reminds us also of our
mission: a) to experience the presence of God within
us, to acknowledge our own dignity as God’s children,
and to appreciate the Divine Presence in others by
honoring them, loving them and serving them in all
humility; b) to live as the children of God in thought,
word and action. c¢) to lead holy and transparent
Christian lives and not to desecrate our bodies (the
temples of the Holy Spirit and members of Jesus’
Body), by impurity, injustice, intolerance, jealousy, or
hatred; d) to accept both the good and the bad
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experiences of life as the gifts of a loving Heavenly
Father for our growth in holiness; e) to grow daily in
intimacy with God by personal and family prayers, by
meditative reading of the Word of God, by
participating in the Holy Mass, and by frequenting the
Sacrament of Reconciliation.

(3) It .is a day to thank God for the graces we
have received in Baptism, to renew our Baptismal
promises and to preach Christ’s “Good News” by
our transparent Christian lives of love, mercy, service
and forgiveness.

REFLEXION

What thoughts come to my mind as I
reflect on the Baptism of Jesus? Do I see His
Baptism as another manifestation (epiphany)
of His role and mission as Savior? What
connections do I see between my baptism and
that of Jesus? Do I see that I also am
commissioned to share the GOoD News by
GOoD deeds done in Jesus’ name? Who
might be most in need of my action today?

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

For cradle Catholics, baptism may be the most important step
on the Christian journey that none of us actually remembers.
Which is too bad! After all, the Catechism of the Catholic
Church instructs us that baptism is “the basis of the whole
Christian life, the gateway to life in the Spirit.” (#1213) Yes, bap-
tism cleanses us of original sin, but it’s much more than that!
We need only look to Jesus to see that. Though without sin,
Jesus’ baptism is a turning point in his life all the same. The
Holy Spirit descends upon him and a voice from heaven cries
out, “You are my beloved Son.” So begins the public ministry,
in which Jesus would carry out his Father’s saving mission.
Through our baptism, at any age, we, too, become God’s
beloved sons and daughters. Through word and sacrament,
Jesus invites us to share in his mission by turning our lives
over to our Father as we embrace our Christian journey.

EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Baptism is often referred to as “the doorway to the Church”
because through this sacrament, our sins are forgiven and
we are united to Christ and his Church. It is the door which
gives access to all the other sacraments. (cf, ccc1213) At the
conclusion, the celebrant asks God to continue to pour out
his blessing upon those being baptized, and send his peace
to all who are gathered. As baptized Christians, we are now
adopted children of God; we are disciples who are empow-
ered, through the wisdom and strength of the Holy Spirit,
to share the Good News and help build the kingdom of God
on earth. Sound intimidating? It shouldn’t. Each day that we
“put on Christ” and do his work, God is re-creating us and
making us into something far better than we could ever be
on our own. Embrace this faith you have been given and go
out and share your gifts and talents with others, confident in
the Spirit that guides you.
