Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time

January 30° (Neh 8:2-4a,5-6,8-10 | 1 Cor 12:12-30 | Lk1:1-4,4:14-21)

T oday’s Gospel, presenting Jesus’ “inaugural
address” in the synagogue of Nazareth and outlining
his theology of total liberation, marks a great moment
in Jesus’ ministry. The Scripture readings for today
focus our attention on the importance and liberating
power of the Word of God as “sacramental,” making
God present in our midst. The readings challenge us to
listen to the Word, accept it into our hearts, then put it
into practice as we live out our lives, thus liberating
ourselves and others from all types of bondages.

Today’s first reading, taken from Nehemiah, and
Luke’s Gospel both describe a public reading of
Sacred Scripture which challenges the hearers to make
a “fresh beginning” with a new outlook. In the first
reading, after rebuilding the Temple and restoring the
city, Ezra leads the people in a “Covenant renewal”
ceremony by reading and interpreting the Law.
Today’s Responsorial Psalm (Ps 19) sings the praises
of the Law of the Lord and its effects on those who
accept it. The Second Reading, taken from Paul’s first
letter to the Corinthians, reminds us that “together we
are Christ’s Body, but each of us is a different part of
it.” This suggests that, as different parts of Christ’s
Body, each of us has a share, as instruments in God’s
hands, in bringing the freeing and saving mission of
Christ to our world in our times.

Today’s Gospel describes how, on a Sabbath,
Jesus stood before the people in the synagogue of his
hometown, Nazareth, reading and interpreting what
Isaiah had prophesied about the Messiah and his
mission. Jesus claims that he is One sent “fo bring
glad tidings to the poor, liberation to captives,
recovery of sight to the blind and freedom for the
oppressed "—language that reflects the Biblical year
of Jubilee. To the great amazement and disbelief of his
own townsmen, Jesus declares that Isaiah’s prophecy
is being fulfilled at that very moment “in your
hearing,” because the prophecy foretells and describes
Jesus’ own mission and ministry. Jesus’ mission is
still to give liberation to everyone who will listen to
his “Good News,” accept it and put it into practice.
Luke reports that surprise and admiration were the
initial reactions of the people who were astonished at
the power and eloquence. of this son of their soil

Life messages: 1) We need to receive Christ’s
freedom, live it and pass it on to others: As members
of Christ’s Mystical Body, we share in the freeing,
saving mission of Jesus. But we are captives of sin.
We need Christ to set us free. We are often blinded by
our evil habits, addictions and need for financial
security. Once we receive true liberation from Christ,
we have to share it with those we encounter in our
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daily lives, families, neighborhoods, parishes and
workplaces.

2) We need to let the power of the Holy Spirit fill
us, and then be ready to have miracles done through us.
Today’s Gospel tells us that Jesus performed miracles
because he was filled with the power of the Holy
Spirit. Let us be ready to become Spirit-filled
instruments of Christ’s saving freedom.

REFLEXION

What has been my response to the Word
of GOD being proclaimed? Have I voiced my
acceptance of Word not only by my “Amen,”
but also by my living out the Word in my daily
life? What part of the Body of Christ am
1? What are the gifts I have been given and
called to use for edifying (building up) the
Body of Christ? Do I make full use of the
gifts (charisms) I have been given? Do I pray
for the other members of the Body of Christ,
particularly those whom I have been called to
serve?

Wait, what? One moment the people of Nazareth embrace
Jesus, but as soon as he challenges them the crowd turns on

a dime, and moves toward throwing him off a cliff. The Son of
God, also the son of a carpenter, goes from hometown hero to
persona non grata just like that, prefiguring his death on the
cross and giving credence to his admonition that “no prophet
is accepted in his own native place.” From the earliest mo-
ments of his public ministry as recorded in Luke, Jesus’ love
for us is prominent. He never faltered. He never wavered. He
moved forward to continue his mission of fulfilling God’s will
for him, and be a sacrifice once and for all for our sins. Perhaps
we have had a similar experience of being the “hero” for some-
one, only to somehow end up the goat. It is not easy to remain
steadfast in our daily mission to love as Jesus loved. Today’s
readings assure us that God will give us the grace to do so.

GO ' EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

It can be challenging to square Paul’s eulogy of love with the
reality of day-to-day living with a spouse, family members,
and friends. Love is patient ... except when I’m late getting
out to the car for church again. Love is kind ... except be-
tween crabby siblings who want to watch different shows on
Netflix. It is not quick-tempered ... unless you thoughtlessly
back into my car in the driveway. It occurs to me that perhaps
Paul’s words aren’t entirely about us, but about the perfect
love of God. It’s pretty amazing to think that God loves us in
all the ways Paul describes. As we open our hearts to God’s
love and deepen our relationship with Jesus through prayer,
we may find that love spilling over into our daily interactions.
For when we are kind, we love; when we are patient, we love;
when we are not quick-tempered, we love.

PRAY @ Although our love for one another is imperfect,

we must strive to love as Jesus loved each day, and there is
no better place to start than prayer. Ask a friend or family
member this week if they have any concerns you can include
in your prayers. Or request a Mass for someone who is going
through a tough time or who has recently died.

30° de Enero (Ne 8:2-4a,5-6,8-10 | 1 Cor 12:12-30 | Lk1:1-4,4:14-21)

El Evangelio de hoy, que presenta el "discurso
inaugural" de Jesis en la sinagoga de Nazaret y
describe su teologia de la liberacion total, marca un
gran momento en el ministerio de Jesus. Las lecturas
biblicas de hoy centran nuestra atenciéon en la
importancia y el poder liberador de la Palabra de Dios
como “sacramental”, haciendo presente a Dios en
medio de nosotros. Las lecturas nos desafian a escuchar
la Palabra, aceptarla en nuestros corazones y luego
ponerla en practica mientras vivimos nuestras vidas,
liberandonos asi a nosotros mismos ya los demas de
todo tipo de ataduras.

La primera lectura de hoy, tomada de Nehemias, y
el Evangelio de Lucas describen una lectura publica de
la Sagrada Escritura que desafia a los oyentes a hacer
un "nuevo comienzo" con una nueva perspectiva. En la
primera lectura, después de reconstruir el Templo y
restaurar la ciudad, Esdras dirige al pueblo en una
ceremonia de '"renovacion del Pacto" leyendo e
interpretando la Ley. El Salmo Responsorial de hoy
(Sal 19) canta las alabanzas de la Ley del Sefior y sus
efectos en quienes la acogen. La Segunda Lectura,
tomada de la primera carta de Pablo a los Corintios,
nos recuerda que “juntos somos el Cuerpo de Cristo,
pero cada uno de nosotros es una parte diferente de é1”.
Esto sugiere que, como partes diferentes del Cuerpo de
Cristo, cada uno de nosotros tiene una participacion,
como instrumentos en las manos de Dios, en llevar la
mision liberadora y salvadora de Cristo a nuestro
mundo en nuestro tiempo.

El evangelio de hoy describe cémo, un sabado,
Jesus se par6 ante la gente en la sinagoga de su ciudad
natal, Nazaret, leyendo e interpretando lo que Isaias
habia profetizado sobre el Mesias y su mision. Jesus
afirma que ¢l es el enviado “para llevar la buena noticia
a los pobres, la liberacion a los cautivos, la
recuperacion de la vista a los ciegos y la libertad a los
oprimidos”, lenguaje que refleja el afio biblico del
jubileo. Para gran asombro e incredulidad de sus
propios habitantes, Jesis declara que la profecia de
Isaias se estd cumpliendo en ese mismo momento “al
oido de ustedes”, porque la profecia predice y describe
la mision y el ministerio de Jests. La mision de Jesus
sigue siendo la de dar liberaciéon a todos los que
escuchen su “Buena Noticia”, la acepten y la pongan
en practica. Lucas informa que la sorpresa y la
admiracion fueron las reacciones iniciales de la gente
que estaba asombrada por el poder y la elocuencia. de
este hijo de su tierra.

Mensajes de vida: 1) Necesitamos recibir la
libertad de Cristo, vivirla v transmitirla a los demas:

Como miembros del Cuerpo Mistico de Cristo,
compartimos la mision liberadora y salvadora de Jesus.
Pero somos cautivos del pecado. Necesitamos a Cristo
para que nos libere. A menudo estamos cegados por
nuestros malos habitos, adicciones y necesidad de
seguridad financiera. Una vez que recibimos la
verdadera liberacion de Cristo, tenemos que
compartirla con aquellos que encontramos en nuestra
vida diaria, familias, vecindarios, parroquias y lugares
de trabajo.

2) Necesitamos dejar que el poder del Espiritu
Santo nos llene, y luego estar listos para que se hagan
milagros a través de nosotros. El evangelio de hoy nos
dice que Jesus hizo milagros porque estaba lleno del
poder del Espiritu Santo. Preparémonos para
convertirnos en instrumentos llenos del Espiritu de la
libertad salvadora de Cristo.
