Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
February 13° Jer 17:5-8 | 1 Cor 15:12,16-20 | Lk 6:17,20-26)

T oday’s readings teach us that true happiness, or
beatitude, lies in the awareness that we are all children
of a loving Heavenly Father and that we will be happy
only when we share our blessings with our brothers
and sisters in need, and when we work to uplift them,
thus declaring our “option for the poor,” as Jesus did.
Contrary to the popular belief, wealth, health, power,
and influence are not the sources of true happiness.
The word “beatitude” means “blessedness” in a double
sense: both enjoying God’s favor and enjoying true or
supreme happiness.

In the first reading, Jeremiah tells us that true
happiness consists in our placing our trust in God and
in putting our trust in His promises. The Responsorial
Psalm (Ps 1) finds beatitude in keeping God’s Law. In
the second reading St. Paul warns us that true
beatitude is obtainable only in Heaven, and that
Christ’s Resurrection gives us our assurance of
reaching Heaven for an everlasting life of happiness.
In today’s Gospel, Jesus instructs his disciples in the
paradoxical blessedness of poverty, hunger, sorrow,
and persecution. “Blessed are those who are poor,
hungry, weeping, hated, excluded, insulted and
denounced,” because in poverty, we recognize our
dependence on God; in hunger, God’s providence; in
sorrow for sins, reconciliation with God; and in
persecution, the true joy of standing for the Faith with
heroic convictions. What makes one blessed is not
simply poverty or hunger or sadness or suffering for
the Faith but living these in the context of one’s
commitment to Jesus and  his spirit of
sharing. Beatitudes consist in humble selflessness and
compassionate, generous sharing of our blessings with
the needy. The beatitudes must be understood as
eschatological statements which see and evaluate the
present in terms of the future glory and everlasting
happiness.

Life Messages: 1) We need to respond to the
challenge of the Beatitudes in our daily
life. Millions are starving, persecuted, homeless, and
leading hopeless lives. The only way the promises of
the Beatitudes can become a reality for them is
through the efforts of people like us. Hence, let us
remember that each time we reach out to help the
needy, the sick, or the oppressed, we share with them
a foretaste of the promises of the Beatitudes here and
now.

2) Let us light a candle instead of blaming the
political set-up. God knows that 50% of His children
are hungry, 80% live in substandard housing and 70%
have no education. If over half our children were
hungry, cold and uneducated, how would we respond

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to their suffering? God wants us to live as brothers and
sisters who care for one another.

3) We must take care to choose our way
wisely. “There are two Ways, one of Life and one of
Death, and there is a great difference between the two
Ways.” These are the opening lines of the “Didache” a
first century Christian catechism used to teach new
Christians the essence of the Christian Faith. The way
of life and true happiness is the way of Jesus, the way
of the beatitudes, the way of rendering loving service
to God by serving our brothers and sisters.
REFLEXION

What is the driving force in my life? Do I
seek the blessedness which GOD offers me or
do I seek merely earthly pleasures? How
much do I identify with the poor, the hungry,
the weeping? Am I aware of my ultimate
destiny and what I must do to be sure that 1
am heading in that direction? What am 1
doing to help others along the way so that
they may also reach the place of resting with
GOD for all eternity?

Luke’s account of the Beatitudes pulls no punches. Blessed
are you ... who are poor, hungry, weeping, when people hate
you. These admonitions bear little resemblance to the pursuit
of happiness as most of us know it: Striving for wealth (or at
least stability), enjoying a good meal, sharing a laugh with
friends, and being well-liked. These are things of this world,
and Jesus tells us that pursuing them alone will not make us
truly happy. | don’t think that means we need to wear sack-
cloth and ashes, or refuse to enjoy the great gifts with which
God has endowed his Creation. However, Jesus’ words remind
us that we won’t find lasting happiness even in the finest meal
or the most lavish vacation, but rather in placing our lives in
God’s hands. For the desire for happiness “is of divine origin:
God has placed it in the human heart in order to draw us to
the One who alone can fulfill it.” (ccc1718)

and GO.” Few plants have survived my black thumb. That’s
why | love the image of the tree in the reading from Jeremi-
ah. One who trusts in the Lord “is like a tree planted beside
the waters that stretches out its roots to the stream; it fears
not the heat when it comes; its leaves stay green; in the year
of drought it shows no distress, but still bears fruit.” These
words from Jeremiah are a prophecy of hope, and hope
allows us to accompany one another through the hills and
valleys (and occasional dead plants) of our lives.

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El relato de Lucas de las Bienaventuranzas no se anda
con rodeos. Bienaventurados vosotros... que sois pobres,
hambrientos, que llorais, cuando os odien. Estas advertencias
se parecen poco a la busqueda de la felicidad como la mayoria
de nosotros la conocemos: luchar por la riqueza (o al menos por
la estabilidad), disfrutar de una buena comida, compartir unas
risas con los amigos y ser querido. Estas son cosas de este
mundo, y Jesus nos dice que perseguirlas por si solas no nos
hara verdaderamente felices. No creo que eso signifique que
debemos vestirnos de harapos y ceniza, o negarnos a disfrutar
de los grandes dones con los que Dios ha dotado a su
Creacién.

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ANDA  EVANGELIZA ORANDO, INITANDO, TESTIFICANDO, ACOMPANANDO

Es un poco irénico que esté escribiendo una reflexién titulada
“‘CRECER e IR". Pocas plantas han sobrevivido a mi pulgar
negro. Por eso me encanta la imagen del arbol en la lectura de
Jeremias. El que confia en el Sefior “es como un arbol plantado
junto a las aguas, que echa sus raices hasta la corriente; no
teme al calor cuando llega; sus hojas se mantienen verdes; en
el afo de sequia no muestra angustia, sino que aun da fruto.”
Estas palabras de Jeremias son una profecia de esperanza, y la
esperanza nos permite acompanarnos unos a otros a través de
las colinas y los valles (y plantas muertas ocasionales) de
nuestras vidas. Podemos convertirnos en una fuente de
esperanza para los demas orando unos por otros y con los
demas y animandolos en sus propios caminos de fe. Al hacerlo,
nos ayudamos unos a otros a acceder a la ultima fuente de
esperanza: el Dios que nos ama.

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Sexto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
13° de Febrero (Jer 17:5-8 | 1 Cor 15:12,16-20 | Lc 6:17,20-26)

Las tecturas de hoy nos ensefian que la verdadera
felicidad, o bienaventuranza, radica en la conciencia de
que todos somos hijos de un amoroso Padre Celestial y
que seremos felices solo cuando compartamos nuestras
bendiciones con nuestros hermanos y hermanas en
necesidad, y cuando trabajemos para levantalos,
declarando asi nuestra “opcion por los pobres”, como
lo hizo Jesus. Contrariamente a la creencia popular, la
riqueza, la salud, el poder y la influencia no son las
fuentes de la verdadera felicidad. La palabra
“bienaventuranza” significa “bienaventuranza” en un
doble sentido: gozar del favor de Dios y gozar de la
felicidad verdadera 0 suprema.
En la primera lectura Jeremias nos dice que la
verdadera felicidad consiste en poner nuestra confianza
en Dios y en poner nuestra confianza en sus promesas.
El Salmo Responsorial (Sal 1) encuentra la
bienaventuranza en la observancia de la Ley de Dios.
En la segunda lectura, San Pablo nos advierte que la
verdadera bienaventuranza solo se obtiene en el Cielo,
y que la Resurreccion de Cristo nos da la seguridad de
alcanzar el Cielo para una vida eterna de felicidad. En
el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus instruye a sus discipulos en
la paradojica bienaventuranza de la pobreza, el hambre,
el dolor y la persecucion. “Bienaventurados los pobres,
los hambrientos, los que lloran, los odiados, los
excluidos, los ultrajados y los denunciados”, porque en
la pobreza reconocemos nuestra dependencia de Dios;
en el hambre, la providencia de Dios; en el dolor por
los pecados, reconciliacion con Dios; y en la
persecucion, la verdadera alegria de defender la Fe con
convicciones heroicas. Lo que hace a uno
bienaventurado no es simplemente la pobreza o el
hambre o la tristeza o el sufrimiento por la fe, sino
vivirlos en el contexto del compromiso de uno con
Jests y su espiritu de compartir. Las bienaventuranzas
consisten en el humilde desinterés y el compartir
compasivo y generoso de nuestras bendiciones con los
necesitados. Las bienaventuranzas deben entenderse
como declaraciones escatologicas que ven y evaluan el
presente en términos de la gloria futura y la felicidad
eterna.

Mensajes de vida: 1) Necesitamos responder al desafio
de las Bienaventuranzas en nuestra vida diaria.
Millones se mueren de hambre, son perseguidos, estan
sin hogar y llevan una vida sin esperanza. La tUnica
forma en que las promesas de las Bienaventuranzas
pueden convertirse en realidad para ellos es a través del
esfuerzo de personas como nosotros. Por lo tanto,
recordemos que cada vez que extendemos la mano para
ayudar a los necesitados, los enfermos o los oprimidos,

compartimos con ellos un anticipo de las promesas de
las bienaventuranzas aqui y ahora.
2) Encendamos una vela en lugar de culpar al sistema
politico. Dios sabe que el 50% de Sus hijos pasan
hambre, el 80% vive en viviendas precarias y el 70%
no tiene educacion. Si més de la mitad de nuestros
niflos tuvieran hambre, frio y sin educacion, ;coémo
responderiamos a su sufrimiento? Dios quiere que
vivamos como hermanos y hermanas que se preocupan
unos por otros.
3) Debemos tener cuidado de elegir sabiamente nuestro
camino. “Hay dos Caminos, uno de Vida y otro de
Muerte, y hay una gran diferencia entre los dos
Caminos.” Estas son las primeras linecas de la
“Didache”, un catecismo cristiano del primer siglo que
se utiliza para ensefiar a los nuevos cristianos la esencia
de la fe cristiana. El camino de la vida y de la
verdadera felicidad es el camino de Jesus, el camino de
las bienaventuranzas, el camino del servicio amoroso a
Dios sirviendo a los hermanos.
