Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
February 20° (1 Sam 26:7-9,12-13,22-23 | 1 Cor 15:45-49 | Lk 6:27-38)

T oday’s Scripture readings challenge us to make
three types of correct choices in life. First, we are
advised to choose the love in the “golden rule” instead
of selfishness and insensitivity to the feelings and
needs of others. Second, we need to choose
unconditional, agape love instead of jealousy and
hatred in our relationships with others. Third, we must
choose graceful forgiveness instead of harboring
revenge and planning retaliation.

The first reading shows us how David made the
right choice, respecting God’s anointed king by
forgiving his offenses, while Saul continued to make
the wrong choices, perpetuating his own misery in
seeking his revenge. In the Responsorial Psalm, Ps
103, the Psalmist reminds us of the mercy of God and
His compassion which we should practice in our
choices. In the second reading, St. Paul tells us how
the “First Adam” made a wrong choice of
disobedience, bringing death into the world, whereas
Jesus, the “Second Adam,” made the right choice of
fulfilling his Father’s saving plan for mankind by
accepting acute suffering and heinous death. Today’s
Gospel (Luke 6:27-38) gives us Jesus’ revolutionary
moral teaching about correct choices in our human
relationships, based on the necessity of our following
the “Golden Rule” and our obligation to behave like
the children of a loving, forgiving, merciful, and
compassionate Heavenly Father. Our relationships in
our communities become truly Christian when we
follow the Golden Rule, “Do to others as you would
have them do to you.” Jesus amplifies the golden rule
by giving additional commands for us to follow as
God’s children, by explaining Christian love: “Love
your enemies...Do good to those who hate you, bless
those who curse you and pray for those who maltreat
you.” Jesus orders us to love our enemies and to be
merciful and compassionate to everyone as God our
Father is loving, merciful, and compassionate. He
concludes by instructing us to stop judging others and
start forgiving all who offend us.

Life Messages: 1)We need to practice the Golden
Rule: The Golden Rule asks us to do to others what
we would like them do to us. If we obey, loving others
and expressing that love by loving words and deeds,
we will start receiving the same love from others in
higher intensity. Further, if we want others to forgive
our offenses, our words of criticism, and our
thoughtless judgments against them, then we should
start forgiving their offenses against us and start
appreciating their good qualities while encouraging
them and supporting them in their needs.

2) We need to pray for the strength to forgive. At

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every Mass we pray the “Our Father”, asking God to
forgive us as we forgive others. Our challenge is to
overcome our natural inclination to hate family
members, co-workers, neighbors and all who offend
us. To meet that challenge, we need to ask God for the
strength to forgive each other. We must forgive,
because only forgiveness truly heals us. If we
remember how God has forgiven us, it will help us
forgive others. Let us start forgiving right now by
curbing the sharp tongue of criticism, suppressing the
revenge instinct and bearing patiently the irritating
behavior of a neighbor.

When I think of “love,” what comes to
mind? Do I think of caring for my worst
enemy? When I contemplate how much GOD
has loved me, in spite of my sinfulness, do 1

sense what “love” is? When have 1
experienced “unconditional” love from
someone? Whom might I be called to love

“unconditionally”?

Las lecturas de las Escrituras de hoy nos desafian
a tomar tres tipos de decisiones correctas en la vida.
Primero, se nos aconseja elegir el amor en la “regla de
oro” en lugar del egoismo y la insensibilidad a los
sentimientos y necesidades de los demas. En segundo
lugar, debemos elegir el amor dgape e incondicional en
lugar de los celos y el odio en nuestras relaciones con
los demas. En tercer lugar, debemos elegir el perdon
agraciado en lugar de albergar venganza y planear
represalias.

La primera lectura nos muestra como David tomo
la decision correcta, respetando al rey ungido de Dios
al perdonar sus ofensas, mientras que Saul continud
tomando decisiones equivocadas, perpetuando su
propia miseria en busca de venganza. En el Salmo
Responsorial, Sal 103, el salmista nos recuerda la
misericordia de Dios y su compasion que debemos
practicar en nuestras elecciones. En la segunda lectura,
San Pablo nos cuenta como el “Primer Adan” hizo una
eleccion equivocada de desobediencia, trayendo la
muerte al mundo, mientras que Jesus, el “Segundo
Adan”, hizo la eleccion correcta de cumplir el plan
salvifico de su Padre para la humanidad. aceptando el
sufrimiento agudo y la muerte atroz. El Evangelio de
hoy (Lucas 6:27-38) nos da la ensefianza moral
revolucionaria de Jesus sobre las decisiones correctas
en nuestras relaciones humanas, basadas en la
necesidad de seguir la “Regla de Oro” y nuestra
obligacion de comportarnos como hijos de una familia
amorosa y perdonadora. , misericordioso y compasivo
Padre Celestial. Nuestras relaciones en nuestras
comunidades se vuelven verdaderamente cristianas
cuando seguimos la regla de oro: “Haz con los demas
lo que te gustaria que hicieran contigo”. Jess amplia la
regla de oro al darnos mandatos adicionales para que
los sigamos como hijos de Dios, al explicar el amor
cristiano: “Amad a vuestros enemigos... Haced el bien
a los que os aborrecen; bendecid a los que os maldicen
y orad por los que os maltratan”. Jesus nos ordena amar
a nuestros enemigos y ser misericordiosos 'y
compasivos con todos como Dios nuestro Padre es
amoroso, misericordioso y compasivo. Concluye
instruyéndonos a dejar de juzgar a los demés y
comenzar a perdonar a todos los que nos ofenden.

Mensajes de vida: 1) Necesitamos practicar la
regla de oro: la regla de oro nos pide que hagamos a los
demas lo que nos gustaria que nos hicieran a nosotros.
Si obedecemos, amando a los demads y expresando ese
amor con palabras y hechos de amor, comenzaremos a
recibir el mismo amor de los demds con mayor

intensidad. Ademads, si queremos que otros perdonen
nuestras ofensas, nuestras palabras de critica y nuestros
juicios irreflexivos contra ellos, entonces debemos
comenzar a perdonar sus ofensas contra nosotros y
comenzar a apreciar sus buenas cualidades mientras los
alentamos y apoyamos en sus necesidades.
