Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time
February 27° (Sir 27:4-7 | 1 Cor 15:54-58 | Lk 6:39-45)

Jesus draws our attention to practical points of
Christian living and challenges us to use our words as
he used his in his preaching and healing ministry — to
heal, to restore, and to bring back life, joy, and hope.
Today’s readings also instruct us to share our
Christian life, love, and spiritual health by our words,
and to avoid gossiping about and passing rash,
thoughtless, pain-inflicting judgments on others, thus
damaging their good reputation and causing them
irreparable harm.

The first reading, taken from the Book of Sirach,
teaches that what is inside us is revealed through our
conversation — as the grain and husks are separated in
a farmer’s sieve, as the quality of the shaped clay is
revealed in the potter’s fire, and as the size and quality
of a tree’s fruit reveal the care it has received from the
planter. Sirach’s teaching serves as an excellent
preview for today’s Gospel, which reminds us, when
we’re feeling judgmental, to think before we speak
because what comes out of our mouth reveals our
heart. The Responsorial Psalm (Ps 92) advises us to
spend our time praising and thanking God for all His
blessings. In the second reading St. Paul advises the
Corinthian Christians “to be firm, steadfast, always
fully devoted to the work of the Lord, knowing that in
the Lord your labor is not in vain,” instead of wasting
time on useless and sinful conversations, which bring
punishment instead of the victory of resurrection and
eternal reward. In today’s Gospel passage, taken from
the Sermon on the Plain given in Luke’s Gospel, Jesus
condemns our careless, malicious and rash judgments
about the behavior, feelings, motives, or actions of
others by using the funny examples of one blind man
leading another blind man and one man with a log
stuck in his eye, trying to remove a tiny speck from
another’s eye.

Life messages: We should avoid judging others
because 1) No one except God is good enough to
judge others because only God sees the whole truth,
and only He can read the human heart. Hence, only He
has the ability, right, and authority to judge us.

2) We do not see all the facts or circumstances or
the power of the temptation which has led a person to
do something evil.

3) We are often prejudiced in our judgment of
others, and total fairness cannot be expected from us,
especially when we are judging those near or dear to
us.

4) We have no right to judge because we have the
same faults as the one, we are judging and often in a
greater degree (remember Jesus’ funny example of a
man with a log in his eye trying to remove the dust
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particle from another’s eye?) St. Philip Neri
commented, watching the misbehavior of a drunkard:
“There goes Philip but for the grace of God.” Abraham
Lincoln said that the only one who has the right to
criticize is the one who has the heart to help. 5) Hence,
we should leave all judgment to God, practice mercy
and forgiveness, and pray for God’s grace to get rid of
all forms of hypocrisy in our lives. Let us remember
the warning of saints: “When you point one finger of
accusation at another, three of your fingers point at
you.”

REFLEXION

Do I sometimes speak without taking the
time to reflect on my motives? Are my words
and actions in reference to others motivated
by selfish desires or truly loving concern for
their edification? What further steps should 1

if they are producing GOoD fruit? What can
I do to enrich the life and growth of others
this week?

GROW AS ADISCIPLE |  PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

Parenthood can be humbling. When our children are young, we
celebrate even the tiniest accomplishments: “You put on your
socks!” or “Wow, good job putting your dish in the dishwasher!”
And rightly so. Then come the teen years, and some of us can err
on the side of criticism. “Why did you put off that project until the
last minute?” “Turn off the electronics by 10 p.m. or else ...” “What,
another energy drink?” (We say, looking up from our own phone
with a cup of tea in hand ...) The same can be said of our spiritual
lives. We want our children to pray and participate in the
sacraments, but we may rush through Grace before meals, skip
opportunities for confession, or treat holy Mass as an afterthought.
Today’s Gospel reminds us why our admonitions won’t work if we
don’t walk our talk: The blind can’t lead the blind. None of us is
perfect, and neither are our children or the other people in our
lives. But as our second reading reminds us, Jesus has won for us
victory over sin. When we ask Jesus to help us remove the “wooden
beam” for our own eyes, we can see his will for us more clearly and
lift up those around us.

GO = EVANGELIZE PARYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

We don’t have to be perfect to encourage one another in our faith.
Like the “good tree” Jesus describes in the parable and the tree
that bears “good fruit” in Sirach, however, we need to nourish our
faith before we can share it with others. It can start with something
as simple as adding prayer to our morning routine. We can bring
our flaws, our doubts, our bad habits to Jesus and ask him to free
us from whatever might be holding us back. As we accompany
others, whether it is those with whom we live, work, or worship,
we can turn to Jesus to help us be a force for good. We will
stumble. But as St. Paul reminds us, “Be firm, steadfast, always fully
devoted to the work of the Lord, knowing that in the Lord your
labor is not in vain.”

PRAY Have you prayed The Examen? This Ignatian practice,
often at the end of the day, encourages reflection — on God’s
presence in our day and the areas where we may have fallen
short. We can ask the Lord for forgiveness and the grace to do
better tomorrow.

Jesus 1llama nuestra atencién sobre los puntos
practicos de la vida cristiana y nos desafia a usar
nuestras palabras como ¢l usdé las suyas en su
ministerio de predicacion y sanacidén: para sanar,
restaurar y devolver la vida, el gozo y la esperanza. Las
lecturas de hoy también nos instruyen a compartir
nuestra vida cristiana, amor y salud espiritual a través
de nuestras palabras, y a evitar chismes y emitir juicios
precipitados, irreflexivos y dolorosos sobre los demas,
dafiando asi su buena reputacion y causandoles un dafo
irreparable.

La primera lectura, tomada del Libro del
Eclesiastico, ensefa que lo que estd dentro de nosotros
se revela a través de nuestra conversacion, como el
grano y la céscara se separan en el tamiz de un
agricultor, como la calidad de la arcilla moldeada se
revela en el fuego del alfarero, y ya que el tamafio y la
calidad del fruto de un arbol revelan el cuidado que ha
recibido del sembrador. La ensefianza de Eclesiasticos
sirve como una excelente vista previa para el Evangelio
de hoy, que nos recuerda, cuando nos sentimos criticos,
pensar antes de hablar porque lo que sale de nuestra
boca revela nuestro corazéon. El Salmo Responsorial
(Sal 92) nos aconseja dedicar nuestro tiempo a alabar y
agradecer a Dios por todas sus bendiciones. En la
segunda lectura, San Pablo aconseja a los cristianos de
Corinto que "estén firmes, constantes, entregados
siempre por completo a la obra del Sefior, sabiendo que
su trabajo en el Sefior no es en vano", en lugar de
perder el tiempo en conversaciones inttiles y
pecaminosas. , que traen castigo en lugar de la victoria
de la resurreccion y la recompensa eterna. En el pasaje
del Evangelio de hoy, tomado del Sermén de la
Llanura del Evangelio de Lucas, Jesis condena
nuestros juicios descuidados, maliciosos y temerarios
sobre el comportamiento, los sentimientos, los motivos
o las acciones de los demas usando los ejemplos
divertidos de un ciego que guia a otro ciego. Y un
hombre con un tronco clavado en el ojo, tratando de
sacar una pequeiia mota del ojo de otro.

Mensajes de vida: Debemos evitar juzgar a los
deméas porque 1) Nadie, excepto Dios, es lo
suficientemente bueno para juzgar a los demas porque
solo Dios ve toda la verdad y solo El puede leer el
corazoOn humano. Por lo tanto, solo El tiene la
capacidad, el derecho y la autoridad para juzgarnos.
2) No vemos todos los hechos o circunstancias o el
poder de la tentacién que ha llevado a una persona a
hacer algo malo. 3) A menudo tenemos prejuicios al
juzgar a los demas, y no se puede esperar una justicia
total de nosotros, especialmente cuando juzgamos a los

seres queridos o cercanos a nosotros. 4) No tenemos
derecho a juzgar porque tenemos las mismas faltas del
que estamos juzgando y muchas veces en mayor grado
(recuerde el ejemplo divertido de Jesus de un hombre
con un lefo en el ojo tratando de quitar la particula de
polvo del ojo de otro hombre?) San Felipe Neri
comentaba, viendo la mala conducta de un borracho:
“Ahi va Felipe pero por la gracia de Dios”. Abraham
Lincoln dijo que el tnico que tiene derecho a criticar es
el que tiene el corazén para ayudar. 5) Por lo tanto,
debemos dejar todo juicio a Dios, practicar la
misericordia y el perdon, y orar por la gracia de Dios
para deshacernos de todas las formas de hipocresia en
nuestras vidas.
