mercy and compassion in disciplining His children by
occasional punishment while giving them another
chance despite their repeated sins. Although God’s
love for us is constant and consistent, He will not save
us without our co-operation. That is why He invites us
during Lent to repent of our sins and to renew our
lives by producing fruits of love, compassion,
forgiveness, and faithful service.

The first reading tells us how God shows His
mercy to His chosen people by giving them Moses as
their leader and liberator. The God of Abraham, Isaac,
and Jacob (v 6) reveals Himself to Moses from the
burning bush and assures Moses of His Divine
presence with His people and of His awareness of
their sufferings in Egypt. He declares His intention to
use Moses as the leader who will rescue His enslaved
people. Then God reveals His name as Yahweh (“I
AM Who AM”) and renews His promise to the
patriarchs (v 8), to give them a “land flowing with
milk and honey.” Our Responsorial Psalm, (Ps 103)
reminds us of God’s unfailing mercy: “Merciful and
gracious is the Lord, slow to anger and abounding in
kindness.” The second reading warns us that our
merciful God is also a disciplining God. Paul reminds
the Christians of Corinth that they must learn from the
sad experience of the Israelites who were punished for
their sins by a merciful but just God. The merciful and
gracious God is also just and demanding; hence, they
must be free from sexual sins and idolatry. Today’s
Gospel explains how God disciplines His people and
invites them to repent of their sins, to renew their
lives, and to produce the fruits of the Holy Spirit.
Citing two tragic events, Jesus exhorts the Jews to
repent and reform their lives. With the parable of the
barren fig tree, Jesus also warns them that the merciful
God will not put up with them indefinitely. Although
God patiently waits for sinners to repent, giving them
grace to do so, He will not wait forever. Time may run
out; therefore, timely repentance is necessary. Hence,
one can say, “A Lent missed is a year lost from the
spiritual life.”

Life Messages: 1) We need to live lives of
repentance, because (a) we never know when we will
meet a tragedy of our own. Let us turn to Christ,
acknowledge our faults and failings, and receive from
him mercy, forgiveness and the promise of eternal life.
There is no better way to take these words of Jesus to
heart than to go to sacramental confession, and there is
no better time to go to confession than during Lent. (b)
repentance helps us in life and in death. It helps us to
live as forgiven people and helps us to face death
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without fear.

2) We need to be fruitful trees in God’s orchard.
Lent is an ideal time “to dig around and manure” the
tree of our life so that it may bring forth fruits of
repentance, reconciliation, forgiveness, and sensitivity
to the feelings of others.

3) We need to make the best use of the “second
chances” God gives us. Our merciful Father always
gives us second chances. During Lent, too, we are
given another chance to repent and return to our
Heavenly Father’s love.

REFLEXION

How do I personally relate to this GOD Who
Is, and Who desires to have a relationship with
me? Do I take time to reflect and remember how
this GOD has done, continues to do, and will do,
GOoD deeds for all creatures, including me? Do
I bless GOD’s holy name by using GOD’s name
only in prayerful and loving way? How have 1
experienced the compassionate and merciful
presence of GOD in my life? How can I help
others to be more open to GOD’s loving presence
in their lives?

Several years ago, my family gave me a blueberry
bush for Mother’s Day. It has yet to produce a single
berry. However, | can’t bring myself to remove it, and
today’s Gospel encourages me to be patient (a
Google search reveals that it can take several years
for a blueberry bush to produce a harvest!). The
parable of the fig tree shows us how patient God is
with us. Like the fig tree, we may not bear fruit or feel
as if we’re growing spiritually, even as we enter the
second half of Lent. Yet Jesus teaches us that if we
nurture our faith through prayer and repentance of our
sins, we can always grow and blossom. Like the
gardener, we need to be patient with ourselves as
God is patient with us.

Muchas Gracias y que Dios le bendiga.
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Tercer Domingo de Cuaresma
20° de Marzo (Ex 3:1-8a,13-15 | 1 Cor 10:1-6,10-12 | Lk 13:1-9)

Las tres lecturas de hoy hablan de la misericordia
y compasion de Dios al disciplinar a Sus hijos con
castigos ocasionales mientras les da otra oportunidad a
pesar de sus pecados repetidos. Aunque el amor de
Dios por nosotros es constante y consistente, El no nos
salvard sin nuestra cooperacion. Por eso nos invita
durante la Cuaresma a arrepentirnos de nuestros
pecados ya renovar nuestra vida produciendo frutos de
amor, compasion, perdon y servicio fiel.

La primera lectura nos dice como Dios muestra su
misericordia a su pueblo elegido al darles a Moisés
como su lider y libertador. El Dios de Abraham, Isaac
y Jacob (v 6) se revela a Moisés desde la zarza ardiente
y le asegura a Moisés de Su presencia Divina con Su
pueblo y de Su conocimiento de sus sufrimientos en
Egipto. El declara Su intencion de usar a Moisés como
el lider que rescatard a Su pueblo esclavizado.
Entonces Dios revela Su nombre como Yahweh (“YO
SOY el que SOY”) y renueva Su promesa a los
patriarcas (v 8), de darles una “tierra que mana leche y
miel”. Nuestro Salmo Responsorial, (Sal 103) nos
recuerda la misericordia inagotable de Dios:
“Misericordioso y clemente es el Sefior, lento para la
ira y grande en misericordia”. La segunda lectura nos
advierte que nuestro Dios misericordioso es también un
Dios disciplinador. Pablo recuerda a los cristianos de
Corinto que deben aprender de la triste experiencia de
los israelitas que fueron castigados por sus pecados por
un Dios misericordioso pero justo. El Dios
misericordioso y clemente es también justo y exigente;
por lo tanto, deben estar libres de pecados sexuales e
idolatria. El evangelio de hoy explica como Dios
disciplina a su pueblo y lo invita a arrepentirse de sus
pecados, a renovar su vida y a producir los frutos del
Espiritu Santo. Citando dos eventos tragicos, Jesus
exhorta a los judios a arrepentirse y reformar sus vidas.
Con la pardbola de la higuera estéril, Jests también les
advierte que el Dios misericordioso no los tolerara
indefinidamente. Aunque Dios espera pacientemente
que los pecadores se arrepientan, dandoles la gracia
para hacerlo, no esperard para siempre. El tiempo
puede agotarse; por lo tanto, el arrepentimiento
oportuno es necesario. Por lo tanto, uno puede decir:
“Una Cuaresma perdida es un afio perdido de la vida
espiritual”.

Mensajes de vida: 1) Necesitamos vivir vidas de
arrepentimiento, porque (a) nunca sabemos cuando nos
encontraremos con una tragedia propia. Dirijjdmonos a
Cristo, reconozcamos nuestras faltas y nuestros
fracasos, y recibamos de ¢l la misericordia, el perdon y
la promesa de la vida eterna. No hay mejor manera de
tomar en serio estas palabras de Jests que ir a la

confesion sacramental, y no hay mejor momento para
confesarse que durante la Cuaresma. (b) el
arrepentimiento nos ayuda en la vida y en la muerte.
Nos ayuda a vivir como personas perdonadas y nos
ayuda a afrontar la muerte sin miedo.

2) Necesitamos ser arboles fructiferos en el huerto
de Dios. La Cuaresma es un tiempo ideal para “cavar y
abonar” el arbol de nuestra vida para que dé frutos de
arrepentimiento, reconciliacion, perdon y sensibilidad
hacia los sentimientos de los demaés.

3) Necesitamos hacer el mejor uso de las "segunda
oportunidad" que Dios nos da. Nuestro Padre
misericordioso siempre nos da segundas oportunidades.
Durante la Cuaresma, también, se nos da otra
oportunidad de arrepentirnos y volver al amor de
nuestro Padre Celestial.
