Fourth Sunday of Lent
March 27° Jos 5:92a,10-12 | 2 Cor 5:17-21 | Lk 15:1-3,11-32)

T raditionally, the Fourth Sunday of Lent is
called  Laetare  Sunday  (Rejoice  Sunday).
Anticipating Easter joy, today’s readings invite us to
rejoice by being reconciled with God through
repentance and the confession of our sins and by
celebrating our coming home to be with our loving
and forgiving God.

In the first reading, the Chosen People of God
are portrayed as celebrating, for the first time in their
own land, the feast of their freedom, by using wheat
that had grown in the Promised Land. In today’s
Responsorial Psalm (Ps 34), a rejoicing Psalmist
invites us, “Glorify the Lord with me; let us together
extol His Name!” In the second reading, St. Paul
invites the Corinthian Christian community to rejoice
because Jesus has reconciled them with God by his
suffering and death.

Today’s Gospel celebrates the joy of the prodigal
son on his “homecoming” where he discovers his
father’s forgiving and overflowing love. It is also the
story of the rejoicing of a loving and forgiving father
who celebrates the return of his prodigal son by
throwing a big party in his honor, a banquet
celebrating the reconciliation of the son with his
father, his family, his community, and his God. At
the same time, by presenting a self-righteous elder
brother, the parable invites us to avoid self-
righteousness and self-justification by imitating the
repentant younger brother. Let us admit the truth that
we are an assembly of sinful people, repentant, and
now we are ready to receive God’s forgiveness and to
experience Jesus’ Personal Presence in the Holy
Eucharist as our loving and forgiving God.

Life messages: 1) Let us return to our
Heavenly Father with repentant hearts: As
prodigal children, we face spiritual famine all around
us in the form of drug and alcohol abuse, fraud and
theft in the workplace, murders, abortions and
violence, premarital sex, marital infidelity and
priestly infidelity, as well as in hostility between and
among people. All of these evils have proliferated
because we have been squandering God’s abundant
blessings, not only in our country and in our families,
but also in our personal lives. Hence, let us repent
and return to our Heavenly Father’s home.

2) Holy Mass enhances our “pass over,” from
a world of sin to a world of reconciliation. At
every Mass, we come to our loving Heavenly
Father’s house as prodigal children acknowledging
that we have sinned (‘I confess to Almighty God”).
In the Offertory, we give ourselves back to the
Father, and this is the moment of our surrendering
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our sinful lives to God our Father. At the consecration,
we hear God’s invitation through Jesus: “... this is My
Body, which will be given up for you... this is the
chalice of My Blood ... which will be poured out for
you...” (= "All I have is yours”). In Holy Communion,
we participate in the banquet of reconciliation, thus
restoring our full relationship with God and our fellow
human beings.

REFLEXION

On this Laetare Sunday, what gives me
reason to rejoice? Do I sense the newness
which GOD gives me as I seek to be new and
improved in my own journey of faith? Do I
rejoice with others who have returned to the
loving Abba Who awaits them? Am I grateful
and joyful to be an Ambassador of
Reconciliation to others? How can I better be
such an Ambassador of Reconciliation to
those whose paths I cross today, this week?

Today we celebrate Laetare (which means “rejoice”) Sunday. As we
mark the midpoint of Lent, we allow ourselves to look ahead with
joyful anticipation of Jesus’ resurrection, even as we continue our
practices of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. Amidst these penitential
practices of Lent, this day offers a reminder that we have reason for
hope. The parable of the prodigal son shows us what hope looks
like. When the father caught sight of his wayward son, he did not
see the young man who made bad choices, wasted his inheritance,
and disobeyed him. He looked at him with eyes of unconditional
love, rejoicing that “he was lost and has been found.” That’s how
Jesus viewed the sinners and tax collectors, and how the Father
views us, his wayward sons and daughters, when we return to him
in contrition and love. So as we continue our Lenten practices, let’s
take time to give thanks for the goodness and mercy of God today,
knowing that the Lord awaits us with open arms when we
acknowledge our sinfulness and rely upon him for all that is good.

ACT On Laetare Sunday, priests may wear rose-colored
vestments as a symbol of joy. Carry this sense of joy

into your day by placing roses at the table, bringing flowers to a

friend, or calling someone with whom you’ve fallen out of touch.

GO  EVANGELIZE
PARYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Is it me, or are some of the parables hard to figure out? The
parable of the prodigal son is one we’ve heard over and over
again, and resonates across ages and generations. Some of us
may relate to the prodigal son and others to the dutiful brother.
The parents and grandparents among us may have been in the
father’s shoes at some point. What better time than Lent to
reflect on what the story means to us at this point in our lives:
Are we awaiting the return of a disaffected loved one? Are we in
need of repenting for our own actions? The answer will be
different for each of us, but we can rejoice in the fact that we
are loved unconditionally by God wherever we are on our
Lenten and life journeys. Our challenge is to open our hearts to
that love; as we do so, we can’t help but be transformed and in
turn share that love with others through friendship, service, and
generosity. As St. Paul writes, “Whoever is in Christ is a new
creation: The old things have passed away.”

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Cuarto Domingo de Cuaresma
27° de Marzo (Jos 5:9a,10-12 | 2 Cor 5:17-21 | L¢ 15:1-3,11-32)

T radicionalmente, el Cuarto Domingo de
Cuaresma se llama Domingo Laetare (Domingo de
Regocijo). Anticipando la alegria pascual, las lecturas
de hoy nos invitan a regocijarnos reconciliandonos con
Dios a través del arrepentimiento y la confesion de
nuestros pecados y celebrando nuestro regreso a casa
para estar con nuestro Dios amoroso y perdonador.

En la primera lectura, el Pueblo Elegido de Dios es
retratado celebrando, por primera vez en su propia
tierra, la fiesta de su libertad, utilizando el trigo que
habia crecido en la Tierra Prometida. En el Salmo
Responsorial de hoy (Sal 34), un salmista gozoso nos
invita: “Glorificad al Sefior conmigo; jAlabemos juntos
Su Nombre!” En la segunda lectura, San Pablo invita a
la comunidad cristiana corintia a alegrarse porque Jesus
los ha reconciliado con Dios con su sufrimiento y
muerte.

El Evangelio de hoy celebra la alegria del hijo
prodigo en su “regreso a casa” donde descubre el amor
misericordioso y desbordante de su padre. Es también
la historia del regocijo de un padre amoroso y
perdonador que celebra el regreso de su hijo prédigo
organizando una gran fiesta en su honor, un banquete
que celebra la reconciliacion del hijo con su padre, su
familia, su comunidad y su Dios Al mismo tiempo, al
presentar a un hermano mayor farisaico, la parabola
nos invita a evitar el fariseismo y la autojustificacion
imitando al hermano menor arrepentido. Admitamos la
verdad de que somos una asamblea de personas
pecadoras, arrepentidas, y ahora estamos listas para
recibir el perdon de Dios y experimentar la Presencia
Personal de Jesis en la Sagrada Eucaristia como
nuestro Dios amoroso y perdonador.

Mensajes de vida: 1) Volvamos a nuestro Padre
Celestial con corazones arrepentidos: Como hijos
prodigos, enfrentamos hambre espiritual a nuestro
alrededor en forma de abuso de drogas y alcohol,
fraude y robo en el lugar de trabajo, asesinatos, abortos
y violencia, el sexo, la infidelidad conyugal y Ia
infidelidad sacerdotal, asi como en la hostilidad entre
las personas. Todos estos males han proliferado porque
hemos estado derrochando las abundantes bendiciones
de Dios, no solo en nuestro pais y en nuestras familias,
sino también en nuestra vida personal. Por lo tanto,
arrepintdmonos y volvamos a la casa de nuestro Padre
Celestial.

2) La Santa Misa realza nuestro “paso”, de un
mundo de pecado a un mundo de reconciliaciéon. En
cada Misa, venimos a la casa de nuestro amoroso Padre
Celestial como hijos prédigos reconociendo que hemos
pecado ("Me confieso ante Dios Todopoderoso"). En el
Ofertorio, nos entregamos de nuevo al Padre, y este es

el momento de nuestra entrega de nuestras vidas
pecaminosas a Dios nuestro Padre. En la consagracion,
escuchamos la invitacion de Dios a través de Jesus: “...
esto es Mi Cuerpo, que serd entregado por vosotros...
este es el caliz de Mi Sangre... que serd derramada por
vosotros...” (= “Todo lo que tengo es tuyo"). En la
Sagrada Comunidn participamos en el banquete de la
reconciliacion, restaurando asi nuestra plena relacion
con Dios y con nuestros semejantes.
