Fifth Sunday of Lent
April 3° (Is 43:16-21 | Phil 3:7-14 | Jn 8:1-11)

Reminding us of God’s readiness to forgive sin,
give the sinner a second chance, bind up broken lives,
and restore people to His friendship, today’s readings
challenge us to show the same mercy to the sinners
around us and to live as forgiven people, actively
seeking reconciliation with God and one another. The
central theme of all three readings is a merciful God’s
steadfast love. The readings remind us that we should
not be self-righteous and condemn the lives of others
when God is calling them tenderly to conversion.

Explaining how a merciful God forgives the sins
of His chosen people and leads them back from the
Babylonian exile, the first reading reminds us that we
too are forgiven, and we are saved from our own
sinfulness. In the second reading, Paul presents
himself as a forgiven sinner who has been completely
transformed by his Faith in Christ Jesus. His life is an
example of the Gospel exhortation, “Sin no
more.” Paul loves Christ so much he wants to share
in His sufferings and even in His death so that he
may share Christ’s Resurrection. The sinful woman’s
story of sin committed, and sin forgiven in today’s
Gospel, shows the inexhaustible mercy and
compassion Jesus offers to repentant sinners. In
addition, by making sinlessness the condition for
throwing the first stone, Jesus forces the accusers to
assess their own souls and to leave. Thus, He grants
justice to the accusers and mercy to the sinful
woman. In our own lives, we bear witness to the
Justice of God by confessing our sinfulness and
resolving to avoid sin, and we bear witness to God’s
Mercy by accepting the forgiveness of our sins and
promising to forgive those who have offended us.

Life messages: # 1: We need to become
forgiving people, ready for reconciliation: Jesus has
shown inexhaustible mercy and compassion to
sinners by dying for our sins. But we are often self-
righteous, like the Pharisees, and ready to spread
scandal about others with a bit of spicy gossip. We
are judgmental about the unmarried mother, the
alcoholic, the drug addict, or the shoplifter, ignoring
Jesus’ command: “Let the one among you who is
without sin be the first to throw a stone at her.” Let
us learn to acknowledge our sins, ask God’s
forgiveness every day and extend the same
forgiveness to our erring brothers and sisters. We
need to learn to hate the sin but love the sinners,
showing them Jesus’ compassion and working with
the Holy Spirit to make our own lives exemplary so
that we can help lead them to Jesus’ ways.

2) We have no right to judge others: We have no
right to judge others because we often commit the
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very faults we condemn, we are often partial and
prejudiced in our judgments, and we do not know the
circumstances which have led someone to sin. Hence,
let us leave the judgment to our merciful God Who
does read people’s hearts. We should show mercy and
compassion to those who sin because we ourselves are
sinners in need of God’s forgiveness. The apostle Paul
reminds us: “But if we judged ourselves, we would not
come under judgment.” (1 Cor 11:31).

REFLEXION

What is my focus in life? Is it merely in
what I do and what I have accomplished and
what I possess? Do I take the time to look at
what lies beyond this earthly existence? What
aspects of my life must I surrender to the
Lord Jesus so that I may fully follow where
He is leading? How can I help others look
beyond the here and now and prepare
themselves for the transition to the fullness of
life which GOD has in store for each of us?

GROW ~ AS ADISCIPLE | PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

During Lent, we hear familiar stories: the event of Jesus’
transfiguration, the prodigal son, and today the woman caught
in adultery. Each reveals an aspect of God’s perfect love for us
and a glimpse of how we can reflect that love toward others. In
today’s Gospel, the Pharisees once again are testing Jesus,
saying the law demands that the woman caught in adultery be
stoned. Jesus responds, “Let the one among you who is without
sin be the first to throw a stone at her.” What a perfect response
to the Pharisees, and to each one of us when we focus on the
faults of another. Jesus’ words teach and challenge us to look
more closely at the ways we judge others — by appearance, a
social media post, political party, for example —and ask
ourselves whether we are truly doing so out of love. Closer to
home, we may be quick to point out our spouse or children’s
perceived faults, without acknowledging our own. Jesus invites
us to look at others —and ourselves — with the eyes of mercy.

Every time we go out to dinner, my son makes fun of me for
agonizing over the menu: “You always regret what you pick!”
Indeed, regret can be a powerful emotion. Fortunately, the
dinner dilemma requires only that | mooch off of my son’s
entrée. However, deeper regrets can bog us down and prevent
us from moving forward in faith. Today’s readings challenge us
not to wallow in past mistakes, preconceptions, or bad habits.
As we hear in Isaiah, “The things of long ago consider not; see, |
am doing something new!” We hear this idea again from St.
Paul, who writes of “forgetting what lies behind” and straining
forward toward “the prize of God’s upward calling, in Christ
Jesus.” In the Gospel, Jesus doesn’t dwell on the past sins of the
adulterous woman other than to say, “Go, and from now on do
not sin any more.” Fortunately, our Church offers an antidote to
regret and sin in the sacrament of reconciliation. Whether it’s
been a month or a decade, what better time than Lent to return
to this sacrament and experience God’s mercy and forgiveness?

3° de Abril (Is 43:16-21 | Phil 3:7-14 | Jn 8:1-11)

Recordandonos la disposicion de Dios para perdonar
el pecado, dar al pecador una segunda oportunidad, curar
vidas rotas y restaurar a las personas a Su amistad, las
lecturas de hoy nos desafian a mostrar la misma
misericordia a los pecadores que nos rodean y a vivir
como personas perdonadas, activamente. buscando la
reconciliacion con Dios y unos con otros. El tema central
de las tres lecturas es el amor constante de un Dios
misericordioso. Las lecturas nos recuerdan que no
debemos ser farisaicos y condenar la vida de los demas
cuando Dios los llama tiernamente a la conversion.

Al explicar coémo un Dios misericordioso perdona los
pecados de su pueblo elegido y los lleva de regreso del
exilio en Babilonia, la primera lectura nos recuerda que
nosotros también somos perdonados y somos salvos de
nuestra propia pecaminosidad. En la segunda lectura,
Pablo se presenta como un pecador perdonado que ha
sido completamente transformado por su fe en Cristo
Jestis. Su vida es un ejemplo de la exhortacion del
Evangelio: “No peques mas”. Pablo ama tanto a Cristo
que quiere compartir sus sufrimientos ¢ incluso su muerte
para poder compartir la resurreccion de Cristo. La historia
de la mujer pecadora sobre el pecado cometido y el
pecado perdonado en el Evangelio de hoy, muestra la
inagotable misericordia y compasion que Jesus ofrece a
los pecadores arrepentidos. Ademads, al hacer que la
impecabilidad sea la condicion para tirar la primera
piedra, Jesus obliga a los acusadores a evaluar sus propias
almas y marcharse. Asi, concede justicia a los acusadores
y misericordia a la mujer pecadora. En nuestras propias
vidas, damos testimonio de la Justicia de Dios al confesar
nuestra pecaminosidad y resolvernos a evitar el pecado, y
damos testimonio de la Misericordia de Dios al aceptar el
perdon de nuestros pecados y prometer perdonar a
quienes nos han ofendido.

Mensajes de vida: # 1: Necesitamos convertirnos en
personas perdonadoras, listas para la reconciliacion: Jests
ha mostrado una misericordia y una compasion
inagotables hacia los pecadores al morir por nuestros
pecados. Pero a menudo somos santurrones, como los
fariseos, y estamos listos para esparcir escandalos sobre
los demas con un poco de chisme picante. Criticamos a la
madre soltera, al alcoholico, al drogadicto o al ladron de
tiendas, pasando por alto el mandato de Jesus: “El que
entre vosotros esté sin pecado sea el primero en arrojarle
la piedra”. Aprendamos a reconocer nuestros pecados,
pidamos perdon a Dios todos los dias y extendamos el
mismo perdon a nuestros hermanos y hermanas
descarriados. Necesitamos aprender a odiar el pecado
pero amar a los pecadores, mostrandoles la compasion de
Jests y trabajando con el Espiritu Santo para hacer que
nuestras propias vidas sean ejemplares para que podamos
ayudarlos a guiarlos a los caminos de Jests.

2) No tenemos derecho a juzgar a otros: No tenemos
derecho a juzgar a otros porque a menudo cometemos las
mismas faltas que condenamos, a menudo somos
parciales y prejuiciosos en nuestros juicios, y no
conocemos las circunstancias que han llevado a alguien a
pecar. Por lo tanto, dejemos el juicio a nuestro Dios
misericordioso que lee el corazén de las personas.
Debemos mostrar misericordia y compasion a los que
pecan porque nosotros mismos somos pecadores que
necesitamos el perdon de Dios. El apdstol Pablo nos
recuerda: “Pero si nos juzgaramos a nosotros mismos, no
vendriamos bajo juicio”. (1 Corintios 11:31).
