Easter Sunday
April 24° (Acts 5:12-16 | Rev 1:9-11a,12-13,17-19| Jn 20:19-31)

The readings for this Sunday are about God’s

mercy, the necessity for trusting Faith, and our need
for the forgiveness of our sins. The opening prayer
addresses the Father as “God of -everlasting
Mercy.” In the Responsorial Psalm (Ps 118), we
repeat several times, “His mercy endures
forever!” God revealed His mercy, first and
foremost, in sending His only begotten Son to
become our Savior and Lord through His suffering,
death, and Resurrection. Divine Mercy is given to us
also in each celebration of the Sacraments (all
instituted to sanctify us), especially that of
Reconciliation.

The first reading, taken from the Acts of the
Apostles, explains how the Risen Lord continued to
show His Divine Mercy to the sick through the
healing and preaching ministry of the apostles in the
early Church. The Faith of the apostles enabled them
to minister to the people, giving them the Lord’s
healing love in “signs and wonders.” The second
reading, taken from the Book of Revelation (given by
Jesus to the Apostle John in exile on Patmos), was
intended to comfort and bolster the Faith of
persecuted Christians for all time. Today’s selection
assures us of the presence of the merciful Lord in our
lives and encourages all of us to fight fear with Faith,
and trepidation about the future with trust and Hope.
Today's Gospel recalls Jesus’ institution of the
Sacrament of Reconciliation, a Sacrament of Divine
Mercy. The Risen Lord gave his apostles and their
successors the power to forgive sins with the words,
“Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and
whose sins you retain are retained” (Jn 20:19-23).
Presenting the doubting Thomas’ famous profession
of Faith, “My Lord and my God,” the Gospel
illustrates how Jesus showed his mercy to the
doubting apostle and emphasizes the importance of
Faith.

Life messages: 1) We need to accept God’s
invitation to celebrate and practice mercy in our
Christian lives: One way the Church celebrates God’s
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mercy throughout the year is through the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. Finding time for Adoration of the
Blessed Sacrament is another good way to receive and
give thanks for Divine Mercy. But it is mainly through
the corporal and spiritual works of mercy that we
practice mercy in our daily lives and become eligible
for God’s merciful judgment.

2) Let us ask God for the Faith that culminates in self-
surrender to God and that leads us to serve those we
encounter with love. Living Faith enables us to see the
risen Lord in everyone and gives us the willingness to
render to each our loving service. The Fathers of the
Church prescribe the following traditional means to
grow in the living and dynamic faith of St. Thomas the
Apostle: a) First, we must come to know Jesus
personally and intimately by our daily and meditative
reading of the Bible. b) Next, we must strengthen our
Faith through our personal and community prayer. c)
Third, we must share in the Divine Life of Jesus by
frequenting the Sacraments of Reconciliation and
receiving the Holy Eucharist. St. Teresa of Calcutta
(Mother Teresa) presents it this way: “If we pray, we
will believe; if we believe, we will love; if we love, we
will serve. Only then we put our love of God into
action.”

In today's Gospel we hear about
the first time that Jesus came to
the Apostles after He rose from
the dead. He breathed on them
and told them that they had the
power to forgive sins. Jesus had
just given us the Sacrament of
Confession- now a priest could
take God's place to hear our sins
and tell us that we are forgiven.

Today, the second Sunday of Easter, is also the
feast of Divine Mercy. Mercy means being treated
well even though we don't deserve it. God is so
merciful that He wants to forgive ALL our sins, no
matter how bad. All we have to do is be sorry and
go to Confession.

God's Divine Mercy is so great that even the
worst sinner in the world can be saved from Hell if
he asks for it.

La fe de los apostoles
los capacitd para ministrar a la gente, dandoles el amor
sanador del Sefior en "sefiales y prodigios". La segunda
lectura, tomada del Libro del Apocalipsis (dado por
Jesus al Apostol Juan en el exilio en Patmos), tenia
como objetivo consolar y reforzar la fe de los cristianos
perseguidos de todos los tiempos. La seleccion de hoy
nos asegura la presencia del Sefior misericordioso en
nuestras vidas y nos anima a todos a combatir el miedo
con fe y la inquietud por el futuro con confianza y
esperanza. El Evangelio de hoy recuerda la institucion
de Jesus del Sacramento de la Reconciliacion, un
Sacramento de la Divina Misericordia. El Sefior
resucitado dio a sus apostoles y a sus sucesores el
poder de perdonar los pecados con las palabras: “A
quienes perdonéis los pecados, les serdn perdonados,
ya quienes se los retuviereis, les seran retenidos” (Jn
20, 19-23). Presentando la famosa profesion de fe de
Tomés que dudaba, "Sefior mio y Dios mio", el
Evangelio ilustra como Jesis mostr6é su misericordia al
apostol que dudaba y enfatiza la importancia de la fe.

Mensajes de vida: 1) Necesitamos aceptar la
invitacion de Dios para celebrar y practicar la
misericordia en nuestra vida cristiana: una forma en
que la Iglesia celebra la misericordia de Dios durante
todo el afio es a través del Sacramento de la
Reconciliacion. Encontrar tiempo para la Adoracion
del Santisimo Sacramento es otra buena manera de
recibir y dar gracias por la Divina Misericordia. Pero es
