GROW AS A DISCIPLE:
PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
Often, before writing these reflections, I take a minute
to pray. I decided to add a minute of mindfulness using my
new Apple Watch, which conveniently provides a
meditation prompt. Today’s happened to be: “Bring to mind
a close relationship that can be challenging, and think about
what it can teach you.” Like those paper messages in
fortune cookies, even this auto-generated prompt carried a
grain of truth. Our thoughts may turn to our spouse, a
prickly co-worker, or a moody teen. However, given today’s
readings, it struck me that this description can also fit our
relationship with Jesus. Yes, we know that Jesus loves us,
shepherds us, forgives us ... but he also challenges us! He
reminds us today that being a disciple requires that we go all
in, prepared to place our relationship with Jesus above all
else. Easier said than done. But we can start, one minute at a
time, with our prayers, priorities, and actions. We can also
follow the example of saints such as Paul, imprisoned for
preaching the Gospel, and the saints among us who teach us
by example.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

I always remember what I was told in a volunteer I

bet we all know people we would consider saints, or at least
well on their way: A compassionate friend, a priest or lay
minister at our parish, a generous neighbor, that person who
has not let suffering and loss shake their faith. Then there
are the saints we Catholics celebrate each day: Francis, who
threw off the cloak of privilege to live for Christ; Mother
Teresa, who served others day in and day out even as she
faced a spiritual drought; Paul, the one-time persecutor who
built up the early Church and whose letters continue to
inspire Christians. Each of them took Jesus’ words at face
value and laid down their lives for him. Learning how to be
a disciple of Christ from studying the lives of the saints can
be an ongoing pursuit throughout our lives. But perhaps we
can also learn from a “living saint,” if the opportunity
presents itself, and ask, in so many words, “what’s your
secret?” It may be praying first thing in the morning, or
something practical that we had not considered, such as
managing their time in such a way that allows them to
volunteer regularly or to be a continuous presence in the life
of someone who needs them. If other priorities have gotten
in the way of our relationship with Jesus, perhaps we can
challenge ourselves to develop new habits. Even an
incremental change — such as spending less time or money
on nonessentials or reading an inspirational book — can help
us reignite our faith and free up our time to focus on
someone or something other than ourselves.
STUDY: Take time to read about the lives of a few
saints. What habits did they create to lead holy lives? What
vices did they give up for Christ's sake to truly become his
disciple?

ORA, ESTUDIA, PARTICIPA, SERVE
A menudo, antes de escribir estas reflexiones, tomo un
minuto para orar. Decidi agregar un minuto de atencion plena
usando mi nuevo reloj de Apple, que proporciona
convenientemente un mensaje de meditacion. El de hoy resulto
er: "Recuerde una relacion cercana que puede ser desafiante y
piense en lo que puede ensefiarle". Al igual que esos mensajes
en papel en las galletas de la fortuna, incluso este aviso
generado automaticamente tenia una pizca de verdad. Nuestros
pensamientos pueden volverse hacia nuestro conyuge, un
compaifiero de trabajo quisquilloso o un adolescente
malhumorado. Sin embargo, dadas las lecturas de hoy, me
llam¢ la atencion que esta descripcion también puede encajar
en nuestra relacion con Jesus. Si, sabemos que Jesus nos ama,
nos pastorea, nos perdona. .. jpero también nos desafia! El nos
recuerda hoy que ser un discipulo requiere que entremos con
todo, preparados para poner nuestra relacion con Jesus por
encima de todo. Es mas facil decirlo que hacerlo. Pero
podemos comenzar, un minuto a la vez, con nuestras oraciones,
prioridades y acciones. También podemos seguir el ejemplo de
santos como Pablo, encarcelado por predicar el Evangelio, y

los santos entre nosotros que nos ensefian con el ejemplo.

VE A EVANGELIZAR
ORACION, INVITACION, TESTIMONIO, ACOMPANAMIENTO

Siempre recuerdo lo que me dijo un voluntario. Apuesto a
que todos conocemos a personas que considerariamos santos, o
al menos en buen camino: Un amigo compasivo, un sacerdote
o ministro laico en nuestra parroquia, un vecino generoso, esa
persona que tiene no permitan que el sufrimiento y la pérdida
sacudan su fe. Luego estan los santos que los catdlicos
celebramos cada dia: Francisco, quien se quitdé el manto del
privilegio para vivir para Cristo; la Madre Teresa, que sirvio a
los demas dia tras dia incluso cuando se enfrentaba a una
sequia espiritual; Pablo, el perseguidor de una sola vez que
edifico la Iglesia primitiva y cuyas cartas siguen inspirando a
los cristianos.

Incluso un
cambio incremental, como gastar menos tiempo o dinero en
cosas no esenciales o leer un libro inspirador, puede ayudarnos
a reavivar nuestra fe y liberar nuestro tiempo para enfocarnos
en alguien o algo que no sea nosotros mismos.
