GROW AS A DISCIPLE:
PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
Did you watch Queen Elizabeth’s funeral
procession? The Imperial State Crown that sat atop
her coffin is “made of gold and set with 2,868
diamonds, 17 sapphires, 11 emeralds, 269 pearls,
and 4 rubies,” according to the Historic Royal
Palaces website. It had been made for her father,
King George VI, for his 1937 coronation. It is hard
to reconcile this bejeweled crown with the crown of
thorns worn by Jesus at his crucifixion. Yet we
recognize the crucified Christ as the king of kings,
the firstborn of creation, above ‘“thrones or
dominions or principalities or powers.” As we
conclude the liturgical year, we are reminded that
the cross, not the crown, is the primary symbol of
Christ’s power. By embracing the cross — through
service, sacrifice and recognizing Jesus as the king
of our lives — we can help bring about his kingdom.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT
It can be easy to distance ourselves from the

two condemned criminals crucified alongside Jesus,
much the way we might write off the prisoners in
our midst today. Yet Luke’s telling reveals their
humanity and our shared human nature. One reacts
as any of us might, telling Jesus to “save himself.”
The other speaks words of faith, recognizing Jesus
as the Son of God, our true king of the universe. As
we prepare to enter Advent, let us ask God for the
grace to recognize Jesus as our king. Soon we will
be swept up in the Christmas countdown. By
placing Christ, the newborn king, at the center of
our lives, we can in turn help ourselves and those
close to us slow down and experience Advent in
such a way so as to fully prepare for his coming.

PRAY: This week, make the words of the second
criminal your prayer: "Jesus, remember me when
you come into your kingdom."

20° de Noviembre (2 Sm 5:1-3 | Col 1:12-20 | Lk 23:35-43)

CRECER COMO DISCiPULO:
ORA, ESTUDIA, PARTICIPA, SERVE

(Viste el cortejo funebre de la reina Isabel? La
Corona del Estado Imperial que se encontraba
sobre su ataud esta “hecha de oro y engastada con
2.868 diamantes, 17 zafiros, 11 esmeraldas, 269
perlas y 4 rubies”, segun el sitio web de Historic
Royal Palaces. Se habia hecho para su padre, el rey
Jorge VI, para su coronacion en 1937. Es dificil
reconciliar esta corona enjoyada con la corona de
espinas que usé Jesus en su crucifixion. Sin
embargo, reconocemos al Cristo crucificado como
el rey de reyes, el primogénito de la creacion, por
encima de “tronos, dominios, principados o
potestades”. Al concluir el afo liturgico, se nos
recuerda que la cruz, no la corona, es el simbolo
principal del poder de Cristo. Al abrazar la cruz, a
través del servicio, el sacrificio y reconociendo a
Jestis como el rey de nuestras vidas, podemos
ayudar a traer su reino.

VE A EVANGELIZAR
ORACION, INVITACION, TESTIMONIO, ACOMPANAMIENTO

Puede ser facil distanciarnos de los dos
criminales condenados crucificados junto a Jesus,
de la misma manera que podriamos descartar a los
prisioneros entre nosotros hoy. Sin embargo, el
relato de Lucas revela su humanidad y nuestra
naturaleza humana compartida. Uno reacciona
como cualquiera de nosotros, diciéndole a Jesus
que “se salve”. El otro habla palabras de fe,
reconociendo a Jesus como el Hijo de Dios,
nuestro verdadero rey del universo. Mientras nos
preparamos para entrar en Adviento, pidamos a
Dios la gracia de reconocer a Jesus como nuestro
rey. Pronto seremos arrastrados por la cuenta
regresiva navidefa. Situando a Cristo, el rey recién
nacido, en el centro de nuestra vida, podemos a su
vez ayudarnos a nosotros mismos ya los que nos
rodean a reducir la velocidad y vivir el Adviento
de tal manera que nos preparemos plenamente para
su venida.
