GROW AS A DISCIPLE:
PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
In our family’s department-store Nativity set, Joseph
blends into the background: Mary and the infant Jesus steal
the scene, she in her blue robes and looking over the sweet,
tiny and vulnerable Son of God. Even the Magi stand out
more than humble Joseph. Yet today’s Gospel focuses on
Jesus’ earthly father, whom many of us Catholics grew to
know a little better during the Year of St. Joseph in 2021.
Imagine Joseph’s shock at learning Mary was
pregnant! Rather than quietly divorcing her, he
accepts the angel’s words at face value: “For it is
through the Holy Spirit that this child has been
conceived in her. She will bear a son and you are to
name him Jesus, because he will save his people
from their sins.” Joseph takes Mary into his home
and embraces her and the child Jesus she bears. As
we celebrate this fourth Sunday of Advent, we can
all do well to follow Joseph and Mary’s example by
saying “yes” to God, even though it may turn our lives
upside down. We can dust off our Nativity scenes and ask
the Lord to help us prepare our hearts and homes for Jesus.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT
I remember our first trip to the pediatrician with our
newborn. Our job as parents, he said in so many words,
was to raise him so that he’d be ready to leave us at 18. As
our youngest approaches that milestone, I’'m having a hard
time letting go. In his apostolic letter Patris Corde, Pope
Francis holds up St. Joseph as an example of what it means
to be a father (and I think this applies to mothers, too):
“Every child is the bearer of a unique mystery that can only
be brought to light with the help of a father who respects
that child’s freedom. A father who realizes that he is most a
father and educator at the point when he becomes ‘useless,’
when he sees that his child has become independent and
can walk the paths of life unaccompanied. When he
becomes like Joseph, who always knew that his child was
not his own but had merely been entrusted to his care.”
Joseph and Mary loved Jesus in this way, accepting that
Jesus did not “belong” to them but to all of us. Whether or
not we are parents, we can learn from their example,
entrusting our lives and those of our loved ones to God. As
St. Paul reminds us, we “belong to Jesus Christ.”

ACTION: “Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear
a son, and they shall name him Emmanuel, which
means ‘God is with us.”” As you light the Advent
candles or say evening prayers this week, reflect on
the ways Jesus has made his presence known to you
today and give thanks.

6. Sacrifice something.
It’s so important that we learn to make daily sacrifices and
offer them up to the Lord. It doesn’t have to be anything
crazy. Eat bread with no butter. Turn off the radio and drive
in silence. It’s the little things that cultivate our holiness and
help us to overcome our attachment to things of the world.
“There is no place for selfishness—and no place for fear! Do
not be afraid, then, when love makes demands. Do not be
afraid when love requires sacrifice.” — Saint Pope John Paul 11
7. Serve in some way.
Look for a way to serve someone every day. Again, this
doesn’t have to be something major like heading to Africa on a
service trip. It can be doing the dishes for your mom, paying
for a stranger’s coffee, or picking up garbage as you walk
down the street. Don’t let a day go by in which you did not
do something for someone else.
“You know that our Lord does not look at the greatness or
difficulty of our action, but at the love with which you do it.
What, then, have you to fear?” — St. Therese of the Child Jesus
8. Reflect on your day.
At the end of every day, take a few minutes to think back over
the day. An examination of conscience is a great way to do
this. Is there someone you need to forgive? Is there someone
you need to seek forgiveness from? Think about the ways in
which the Lord provided for you and be thankful for His many
blessings. Thank Him! Ask yourself, did I move closer to or
further from God through my actions today? How can I do
better tomorrow? There is even an app for this created by a
priest.

*g0 to Confession, *do some type of ministry (help with a youth
group, serve in a soup kitchen, etc), * read a spiritual book,
* meet with a spiritual mentor
Every Year:
*Go on a Retreat.

ORA, ESTUDIA, PARTICIPA, SERVE
En el escenario de la Natividad de los grandes almacenes
de nuestra familia, José se funde con el fondo: Maria y el nifio
Jestis roban la escena, ella con su tunica azul y mirando al
dulce, pequefio y vulnerable Hijo de Dios. Incluso los Reyes
Magos se destacan mas que el humilde José. Sin embargo, el
Evangelio de hoy se centra en el padre terrenal de Jesus, a
quien muchos de nosotros, los catdlicos, llegamos a conocer un
poco mejor durante el Afio de San José en 2021. jImaginese la
sorpresa de José al enterarse de que Maria estaba embarazada!
En lugar de divorciarse de ella en silencio, acepta las palabras
del angel al pie de la letra: “Porque es por medio del Espiritu
Santo que este nifio ha sido concebido en ella. Ella dara a luz
un hijo y le pondras por nombre Jesus, porque ¢l salvara a su
pueblo de sus pecados”. José lleva a Maria a su casa y acepta a
ella y al nifio Jesus que ella lleva. Mientras celebramos este
cuarto domingo de Adviento, todos podemos hacer bien en
seguir el ejemplo de José y Maria diciendo "si" a Dios, aunque
nuestras vidas puedan cambiar. Podemos desempolvar nuestros
belenes y pedirle al Sefior que nos ayude a preparar nuestros
corazones y hogares para Jesus.
VE A EVANGELIZAR
ORACION, INVITACION, TESTIMONIO, ACOMPANAMIENTO
Recuerdo nuestro primer viaje al pediatra con nuestro
recién nacido. Nuestro trabajo como padres, dijo en muchas
palabras, era criarlo para que estuviera listo para dejarnos a
los 18 afios. A medida que nuestro hijo menor se acerca a
ese hito, me cuesta mucho dejarlo ir. En su carta apostolica
Patris Corde, el Papa Francisco pone a San José como
ejemplo de lo que significa ser padre (y creo que esto se
aplica también a las madres): “Todo hijo es portador de un
misterio unico que solo puede ser sacado a la luz con la
ayuda de un padre que respete la libertad de ese nifo. Un
padre que se da cuenta de que es mas padre y educador en el
momento en que se vuelve “inutil”, cuando ve que su hijo se
ha vuelto independiente y puede caminar solo por los
caminos de la vida. Cuando llegue a ser como José, quien
siempre supo que su hijo no era suyo, sino que simplemente
habia sido confiado a su cuidado”. José y Maria amaron a
Jesis de esta manera, aceptando que Jesis no les
“pertenecia” a ellos sino a todos nosotros. Seamos o no
padres, podemos aprender de su ejemplo, confiando nuestra
vida y la de nuestros seres queridos a Dios. Como nos
recuerda San Pablo, “pertenecemos a Jesucristo”.
ACCION: “He aqui, la virgen concebira y daré a luz un hijo, y
le pondran por nombre Emmanuel, que significa 'Dios esta con
nosotros”. Mientras enciende las velas de Adviento o dice las
oraciones de la tarde esta semana, reflexione sobre las formas
en que Jests ha hecho notoria su presencia hoy y demosle
gracias.
