The Epiphany of the Lord
January 8° (Is 60:1-6 | Eph 3:2-3a,5-6 | Mt 2:1-12)

GROW AS A DISCIPLE:
PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
It’s easy to stay inside and cozy up on the couch
these winter months. Having just gotten through the
winter solstice, many of us crave light and warmth.
The language of Isaiah may resonate with us even
more deeply this time of year: “See, darkness covers
the earth, and thick clouds cover the peoples; but upon
you the Lord shines, and over you appears his glory.”
In today’s Gospel, in the dark of night, the Magi
follow a bright star to pay homage to Jesus, whom
they recognize as the newborn king of the Jews. On
the Epiphany, which means ‘“manifestation,” we
celebrate this moment when Christ’s light shone forth
to the world. As Pope Emeritus Benedict XVI wrote in
Jesus of Nazareth: The Infancy Narratives: “The key
point is this: The wise men from the east are a new
beginning. They represent the journeying of humanity
toward Christ.”

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Like the Wise Men who traveled a long distance
to pay homage to the Christ Child, each of us journeys
every day toward a fuller life in Christ. Just as the
Magi followed the light to discover Christ, so does the
light of Christ serve as our constant beacon,
reorienting us toward God and his holy path. After
worshiping the Christ Child at Christmas, let us move
forward and pay homage to the Savior through our
words and actions. Although Epiphany signifies the
official “end” of the Christmas season, it is fitting that
it falls at the beginning of a new calendar year because
it allows us to reexamine, among our traditional “New
Year’s resolutions,” how we live our lives in the light
of Christ. “The wise men from the east are a new
beginning,” the pope said. May their journey and
experience inspire us to “begin anew” however we
must, and offer Jesus our gifts of love and devotion,
considering how his light may shine through us to
others.

PRAY: “Dear Jesus, as you led the Wise Men to you
by the light of a star, please draw us ever closer to you
by the light of faith. Help us to desire you as ardently
as they did. Give us the grace to overcome all the
obstacles that keep us far from you. May we, like
them, have something to give you when we appear
before you. Amen.”
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MESSAGE OF HIS HOLINESS POPE FRANCIS
FOR THE 56th WORLD DAY OF PEACE 1/1/2023— PART 2
3. Three years later, the time is right to question, learn, grow and allow ourselves to be transformed as individuals and as communities; this is a
privileged moment to prepare for “the day of the Lord”. I have already observed on a number of occasions that we never emerge the same from times
of crisis: we emerge either better or worse. Today we are being asked: What did we learn from the pandemic? What new paths should we follow to

cast off the shackles of our old habits, to be better prepared, to dare new things? What signs of life and hope can we see, to help us move forward and
try to make our world a better place?

Certainly, after directly experiencing the fragility of our own lives and the world around us, we can say that the greatest lesson we learned from Covid
-19 was the realization that we all need one another. That our greatest and yet most fragile treasure is our shared humanity as brothers and sisters,
children of God. And that none of us can be saved alone. Consequently, we urgently need to join together in seeking and promoting the universal
values that can guide the growth of this human fraternity. We also learned that the trust we put in progress, technology and the effects of globalization
was not only excessive, but turned into an individualistic and idolatrous intoxication, compromising the very promise of justice, harmony and peace
that we so ardently sought. In our fast-paced world, the widespread problems of inequality, injustice, poverty and marginalization continue to fuel
unrest and conflict, and generate violence and even wars.

The pandemic brought all this to the fore, yet it also had its positive effects. These include a chastened return to humility, a rethinking of certain
consumeristic excesses, and a renewed sense of solidarity that has made us more sensitive to the suffering of others and more responsive to their
needs. We can also think of the efforts, which in some cases proved truly heroic, made by all those people who worked tirelessly to help everyone
emerge from the crisis and its turmoil as best they could.

This experience has made us all the more aware of the need for everyone, including peoples and nations, to restore the word “together” to a central
place. For it is together, in fraternity and solidarity, that we build peace, ensure justice and emerge from the greatest disasters. Indeed, the most
effective responses to the pandemic came from social groups, public and private institutions, and international organizations that put aside their
particular interests and joined forces to meet the challenges. Only the peace that comes from a fraternal and disinterested love can help us overcome
personal, societal and global crises.

4. Even so, at the very moment when we dared to hope that the darkest hours of the Covid-19 pandemic were over, a terrible new disaster befell
humanity. We witnessed the onslaught of another scourge: another war, to some extent like that of Covid-19, but driven by culpable human decisions.
The war in Ukraine is reaping innocent victims and spreading insecurity, not only among those directly affected, but in a widespread and
indiscriminate way for everyone, also for those who, even thousands of kilometres away, suffer its collateral effects — we need but think of grain
shortages and fuel prices.

Clearly, this is not the post-Covid era we had hoped for or expected. This war, together with all the other conflicts around the globe, represents a
setback for the whole of humanity and not merely for the parties directly involved. While a vaccine has been found for Covid-19, suitable solutions
have not yet been found for the war. Certainly, the virus of war is more difficult to overcome than the viruses that compromise our bodies, because it
comes, not from outside of us, but from within the human heart corrupted by sin (cf. Gospel of Mark 7:17-23).

El lenguaje de Isaias puede resonar con nosotros ain mas profundamente en
esta época del afio: “Mira, las tinieblas cubren la tierra, y densas nubes cubren los pueblos; pero sobre ti resplandece el
Sefior, y sobre ti aparece su gloria.” En el evangelio de hoy, en la oscuridad de la noche, los Magos siguen una estrella
luminosa para rendir homenaje a Jesls, a quien reconocen como el recién nacido rey de los judios. En la Epifania, que
significa “manifestacion”, celebramos este momento en que la luz de Cristo resplandecio6 sobre el mundo. Como escribid el
Papa Emérito Benedicto XVI en Jestis de Nazaret: Las narrativas de la infancia: “El punto clave es este: Los sabios del este
son un nuevo comienzo. Representan el camino de la humanidad hacia Cristo”.

Como los Reyes Magos que recorrieron largas distancias para rendir homenaje al Nifio Jesus, cada uno de nosotros
camina cada dia hacia una vida mas plena en Cristo. Asi como los Magos siguieron la luz para descubrir a Cristo, asi la luz
de Cristo sirve como nuestro faro constante, reorientandonos hacia Dios y su santo camino. Después de adorar al Nifio
Jesus en Navidad, avancemos y rindamos homenaje al Salvador a través de nuestras palabras y acciones. Aunque la
Epifania significa el “final” oficial de la temporada navidefia, es apropiado que caiga al comienzo de un nuevo afio
calendario porque nos permite reexaminar, entre nuestras tradicionales “resoluciones de Afio Nuevo”, como vivimos
nuestras vidas en el luz de Cristo. “Los sabios del este son un nuevo comienzo”, dijo el Papa. Que su camino y experiencia
nos inspiren a “comenzar de nuevo” como sea necesario, y ofrecer a Jesus nuestros dones de amor y devocion,
considerando como su luz puede brillar a través de nosotros hacia los demas.

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MENSAJE DEL SANTO PAPA FRANCISCO

PARA LA CELEBRACION DE LA 56 JORNADA MUNDIAL DE LA PAZ 1/1/2023 (2 PARTE)
3. Transcurridos tres afios, ha llegado el momento de tomarnos un tiempo para cuestionarnos, aprender, crecer y dejarnos trans formar
—de forma personal y comunitaria—; un tiempo privilegiado para prepararnos al “dia del Sefior”. Ya he dicho varias veces que de los
momentos de crisis nunca se sale igual: de ellos salimos mejores o peores. Hoy estamos llamados a preguntarnos: ;qué hemos
aprendido de esta situacion pandémica? ;Qué nuevos caminos debemos emprender para liberarnos de las cadenas de nuestros viejos
habitos, para estar mejor preparados, para atrevernos con lo nuevo? ;Qué sefiales de vida y esperanza podemos aprovechar para seguir
adelante e intentar hacer de nuestro mundo un lugar mejor?
Seguramente, después de haber palpado la fragilidad que caracteriza la realidad humana y nuestra existencia personal, podemos decir
que la mayor leccion que nos deja en herencia el COVID-19 es la conciencia de que todos nos necesitamos; de que nuestro mayor
tesoro, aunque también el mas fragil, es la fraternidad humana, fundada en nuestra filiacion divina comin, y de que nadie puede
salvarse solo. Por tanto, es urgente que busquemos y promovamos juntos los valores universales que trazan el camino de esta
fraternidad humana. También hemos aprendido que la fe depositada en el progreso, la tecnologia y los efectos de la globalizaciéon no
so6lo ha sido excesiva, sino que se ha convertido en una intoxicacion individualista e idolatrica, comprometiendo la deseada garantia de
justicia, armonia y paz. En nuestro acelerado mundo, muy a menudo los problemas generalizados de desequilibrio, injusticia, pobreza
y marginacion alimentan el malestar y los conflictos, y generan violencia e incluso guerras.
Si, por un lado, la pandemia sacé a relucir todo esto, por otro, hemos logrado hacer descubrimientos positivos: un beneficioso retorno a
la humildad; una reduccion de ciertas pretensiones consumistas; un renovado sentido de la solidaridad que nos anima a salir de nuestro
egoismo para abrirnos al sufrimiento de los demads y a sus necesidades; asi como un compromiso, en algunos casos verdaderamente
heroico, de tantas personas que no escatimaron esfuerzos para que todos pudieran superar mejor el drama de la emergencia.
De esta experiencia ha surgido una conciencia mas fuerte que invita a todos, pueblos y naciones, a volver a poner la palabra “juntos”
en el centro. En efecto, es juntos, en la fraternidad y la solidaridad, que podemos construir la paz, garantizar la justicia y superar los
acontecimientos mas dolorosos. De hecho, las respuestas mas eficaces a la pandemia han sido aquellas en las que grupos sociales,
instituciones publicas y privadas y organizaciones internacionales se unieron para hacer frente al desafio, dejando de lado intereses
particulares. Solo la paz que nace del amor fraterno y desinteresado puede ayudarnos a superar las crisis personales, sociales y
mundiales.
4. Al mismo tiempo, en el momento en que nos atrevimos a esperar que lo peor de la noche de la pandemia del COVID-19 habia
pasado, un nuevo y terrible desastre se abati6 sobre la humanidad. Fuimos testigos del inicio de otro azote: una nueva guerra, en parte
comparable a la del COVID-19, pero impulsada por decisiones humanas reprobables. La guerra en Ucrania se cobra victimas inocentes
y propaga la inseguridad, no sélo entre los directamente afectados, sino de forma generalizada e indiscriminada en todo el mundo;
también afecta a quienes, incluso a miles de kildmetros de distancia, sufren sus efectos colaterales —basta pensar en la escasez de trigo
y los precios del combustible—.
Ciertamente, esta no es la era post-COVID que esperdbamos o preveiamos. De hecho, esta guerra, junto con los demds conflictos en
todo el planeta, representa una derrota para la humanidad en su conjunto y no so6lo para las partes directamente implicadas. Aunque se
ha encontrado una vacuna contra el COVID-19, aun no se han hallado soluciones eficaces para poner fin a la guerra. En efecto, el virus
de la guerra es mas dificil de vencer que los que afectan al organismo, porque no procede del exterior, sino del interior del corazén
humano, corrompido por el pecado (cf. Evangelio segun san Marcos 7,17-23).
