GROW AS A DISCIPLE:
PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

What words do we associate with being misled?
Deceived, fooled, cheated? While these actions make great
plot points in novels and movies, in real life they are
offenses against justice, charity, and truth. In both the first
reading and the Gospel today, we hear that God’s people
are being misled (“Woe to the shepherds who mislead and
scatter the flock of my pasture”) and/or left to their own
devices (“for they were like sheep without a shepherd”). In
the time of Jeremiah the kings of Judah, who were
shepherding in God’s name, were not tending their flock:
They had “scattered [his] sheep and driven them away.”
Jeremiah prophesies that the Lord will gather the remnant
of his flock and bring them back to their meadow; in short,
the Lord offers hope. He would raise up from the house of
David a true shepherd to guide and guard his people. The
incarnation of Jesus is the manifestation of that hope, and
in him we have a guiding light to lead us along the correct
path. He will never deceive, fool, or cheat. In this world
filled with unrest and division, he offers something that no
mortal man or woman can: He is the one who saves and
redeems. He is the one true shepherd.

EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

When life is packed with activities and stress, today’s
readings remind us what we need to do — let go of our
worries and focus on Jesus. Just as, in the first reading,
God’s people are scattered because of poor shepherding,
all of us can lose sight from time to time of what should
be first and foremost in our lives: our relationship with
Jesus. The key to living a good life is to listen to Jesus’
words and disregard all the other noise out there. St.
Paul writes that Christ is our peace, reconciling us to
God and giving us access in one Spirit to the Father,
through himself. In addition to Jesus bringing us the
peace we need, he also guides us to the Truth. As
Christians, we choose Truth over chaos and deception.
It’s easy to be inadvertently misled in this busy world;
losing one’s way is rarely intentional. But we can all
struggle at times with keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus
and his loving, guiding hand. If we want true peace in
our lives, choose Jesus; choose his compassion and love;
and be open to his desire to “teach [us] many things.”

PRAY: This week find your true rest and peace by
meeting Jesus at daily Mass or Eucharistic adoration.
Even better, why not share the peace of Christ with
someone who you know might be struggling, and
invite them to come to Mass or adoration with you?
The crowds of people who came to see Jesus learned
about him from others; let us do the same and share
the joy we find in Jesus with others.

CRECER COMO DISCIPULO:
ORA, ESTUDIA, PARTICIPA, SIRVE

(Qué palabras asociamos con ser engafiados?
(Engafiado, engafado, engafiado? Si bien estas acciones
constituyen grandes argumentos en novelas y peliculas, en la
vida real son ofensas contra la justicia, la caridad y la verdad.
Tanto en la primera lectura como en el Evangelio de hoy,
escuchamos que el pueblo de Dios estd siendo enganado
(“jAy de los pastores que extravian y dispersan el rebafio de
mi prado”) y/o abandonado a su suerte (“porque eran como
ovejas!” sin pastor”). En tiempos de Jeremias, los reyes de
Juda, que pastoreaban en el nombre de Dios, no cuidaban su
rebafio: habian “esparcido [sus] ovejas y las habian
ahuyentado”. Jeremias profetiza que el Sefior reunira el
remanente de su rebafio y lo traerd de regreso a su prado; en
resumen, el Sefior ofrece esperanza. El levantaria de la casa
de David un verdadero pastor para guiar y guardar a su
pueblo. La encarnacion de Jesus es la manifestacion de esa
esperanza, y en ¢l tenemos una luz que nos guia por el
camino correcto. El nunca engafiara, engafiara ni engafiaré.
En este mundo lleno de inquietud y division, €l ofrece algo
que ningin hombre o mujer mortal puede ofrecer: El es quien
salva y redime. El es el tinico pastor verdadero.

EVANGELIZAR
ORACION, INVITACION, TESTIMONIO, ACOMPANAMIENTO

Cuando la vida estd llena de actividades y estrés, las
lecturas de hoy nos recuerdan lo que debemos hacer: dejar
de lado nuestras preocupaciones y concentrarnos en Jesus.
Asi como, en la primera lectura, el pueblo de Dios esta
disperso debido a un pastoreo deficiente, todos nosotros
podemos perder de vista de vez en cuando lo que deberia
ser lo primero y mas importante en nuestras vidas: nuestra
relacion con Jesus. La clave para vivir una buena vida es
escuchar las palabras de Jesus y hacer caso omiso de todo
el ruido que hay. San Pablo escribe que Cristo es nuestra
paz, que nos reconcilia con Dios y nos da acceso en un
solo Espiritu al Padre, por si mismo. Ademas de traernos la
paz que necesitamos, Jesus también nos guia a la Verdad.
Como cristianos, elegimos la Verdad sobre el caos y el
engafio. Es facil dejarse enganar sin darse cuenta en este
mundo ajetreado; Perder el rumbo rara vez es intencional.
Pero todos podemos tener dificultades en ocasiones para
mantener nuestros 0jos fijos en Jesus y su mano amorosa y
guia. Si queremos verdadera paz en nuestras vidas,
elijamos a Jesus; elige su compasion y amor; y estar
abiertos a su deseo de “ensefiarnos muchas cosas”.
