August 25° (Jos 24:1-2a,15-17,18b | Eph 5:21-32 | Jn 6:60-69)

To whom shall we go? (John 6:68)

This was a decisive moment for Jesus’
disciples. They had seen him perform miracles,
bring people to conversion, and contend with
suspicious Jewish leaders. It seemed as if he
could do nothing wrong!

But now they had to make a hard decision:
Would they keep following Jesus when he said
something they didn’t understand? How about
when they didn’t like what they heard? He had
just told them that he had come down from
heaven and that, like God, he had the authority to
grant eternal life. Then he said that anyone who
wanted to follow him had to eat his body and
drink his blood. It was all too much, and most of
them “no longer accompanied him” (John 6:66).

But Peter, speaking for himself and the rest of
the Twelve, cut through the confusion with one
simple question: “Master, to whom shall we
g0?” (John 6:68). There was no one like Jesus. He
truly was “the Holy One of God” (6:69). Peter
couldn't let his lack of understanding derail him.
He trusted that if he stayed close to Jesus, asked
questions, listened carefully, and kept an open
heart, he would one day get the answers he
sought. Even if it took years, he would still stick
with the One whose love and grace had changed
his heart so dramatically.

Do some of Jesus’ words confuse you or
scandalize you? Don’t let them cast a shadow
over everything else you have heard. Certainly
don’t let them cause you to doubt his love for you
or for others! Instead, draw closer to him. Recall
how patient he gas been with you, and resolve to
be just as patient in waiting for the answers you
seek. And remember you have the gift of faith for
just this very purpose. Allow that supernatural
grace to help you trust in the Lord even when you
don’t understand.

Jesus truly is the Holy One of God. There's
nowhere else you can go to receive all that he has
for you.

JA quién iremos? (Juan 6,68)

Este fue un momento decisivo para los
discipulos de Jesus. lo habian visto realizar
milagros, convertir a las personas y discutir con
jefes religiosos suspicaces.

Pero ahora debian tomar una decision dificil:
(Continuarian siguiendo a Jesus después de que
hubiera dicho algo que no podian comprender?
(Qué hacer cuando no les gustd6 lo que
escucharon? El Senor les acababa de decir que
habia bajado del cielo y que, como Dios, ¢l tenia
la autoridad de conceder la vida eterna.
