through a /ot over the past weeks. They have watched
their community turn on Jesus and give him over to be
brutally killed. They have walked with him through
his agonizing passion and bitter death, and they have
witnessed his glorious resurrection from the dead.
“Overwhelming” seems too small a word. Can you
imagine the weight of their experience on a physical,
emotional, and spiritual level? Now, in today’s
Gospel, we see them gathered together behind locked
doors, shaken from the recent events, and fearing for
their own lives. Somehow, mysteriously, Jesus enters
the room and says, “Peace be with you.” Three times,
Jesus repeats this phrase to his disciples in this
reading. Untethered by space and time and in the
wake of grief and glory, the Savior of the world
extends himself in an intimate encounter, radically
present to those who love him.

REFLECT: Throughout today’s Scriptures, we see
the Lord’s relentless pursuit of the human heart. We
see a God who loves us so passionately that he pours
himself into us, inviting us to partake in his mission
by the outpouring of his mercy and the power of his
Holy Spirit. Today, pause to reflect on the mercy of
God. In what areas of your life can you see God’s
mercy at work? How can you be an instrument of his
mercy for others?
